1. Reaching Back

Some time ago, our Earthly ancestors lifted
their hands from the ground and began to mobilize
themselves in what was then a very new fashion -
walking. By most accounts it was between 1 and 6
million years ago that bipedal man took his first
stroll, in an un-molested world which consisted of
little else but parks. Far from a routinely merry
occasion, survival in these ancient habitats was a
consistently hazardous and gruelingly tedious
business at best. Our original ancestors had no
books to tell them which plants were poisonous and
which were safe to eat. Human prosperity depended
upon the acquisition of meat bearing animals,
animals which were always in quite a big hurry to



get away from just such situations. Man had to build
shelters using no real tools, against weather
conditions which to us are considered ‘a nuisance’ -
but to the first bipeds were quite typically fatal.

As if normal life wasn't difficult enough,
nature would have her fits of arctic rage,
periodically throwing most of the globe into the
fearful ice ages of our foggy and frosty past. These
ice ages yielded the thinning out of the general
population, wiping out a majority of all forms of life
and vegetation in many areas.

Yet through these myriad torturous times;
through the freezing, the thawing, the flooding and
the famines, there was always at least one male and
one female who made it through to cast a new breed
of stronger and smarter individuals upon the land.
These pivotal times represented the nodes of
evolution - the paradoxical strengthening effect of
the worlds great and terrible ‘reset button’. This
evolutionary cycle occurred many times, eventually
giving rise to greater and greater beings.

Then something happened - that enigmatic
something which has sparked one of the greatest
debates in modern history - pitting one scholar
against another and most notably, pitting the
postulates of science against the tenets of religion.
Therefore, in an attempt to reconcile the two larger
sides of the problematic milieu, it is this



guestionable something which must necessarily
come under a great deal of scrutiny -

microscopically so - and will play an integral role

within the pages of this book.

Some might wonder why | would choose to
write about such a combination of subjects. The
circumstances of my early years were rather unique,
and the interplay of the many diverse elements in
my life seems to have literally demanded an
amalgamation of ideas within my mind. This caused
me to develop an internal dialog of role players: a
Christian over here, a scientist over there, a
philosopher just within earshot, a typically silent
shaman who speaks only when it's important, and a
confused boy in the middle listening to them all.
This might sound a little like multiple personality
disorder, but think of it as a collection of voices
coming from the controlled and creative mind of a
novelist, without the fictional content. Some oilsth
cast remained characteristically dogmatic, while
others flexed and folded with great elasticity -
trying painfully and gallantly to simultaneously
acquiesce with all sides of the argument at hand.

The biblical accounts of Genesis contain many
of the elements which initially sparked my interest
in this endeavor. It was around that time in history
that some very peculiar things were taking place,
currently illustrated not only in the Bible, but also in
the scientific and equally dogmatic fields of modern



anthropology and archeology. With my curiosity
piqued, | dived into the cold waters...

Aside from the deep past, | cannot help but be
captivated by the great achievements going on
around me among the multitude of scientists and
engineers of our own day. Physics, medicine,
electronics: each area is advancing on an almost
daily basis, making it nearly impossible for one man
to keep up. So | hang on to the white coat-tails of
innovation, as their wearers take me on wild rides to
the places where today meets tomorrow. As | am
shown so many new wonders of the technological
world, my head spins like a top.

On this wild ride from day to day, | can’t help
but see some things that strike me so deeply, so
oddly that | have to press the pause button and
contemplate quietly what | have beheld. One such
example includes a new area of particle physics -
the discoverers of which are just now beginning to
‘sense’ another nearby dimension, through the
observation of a (very) short-lived particle which
simultaneously exists in two places at once. Another
is the very advanced area of multi-dimensional
mathematics, which indicates that our perception of
physical existence may simply be a ‘shadow’ of
many other dimensions - all wrapped up together in
a largely invisible, yet very subtly perceivable web.
| begin my internal dialog again, bouncing around
the new enigma until my brain tires. | then log it



into my memory next to the many other oddities
and save it for later, when | can sort it all out.

Then there’s thabther category that seems to
crop up quite consistently, giving me so much food
for thought that | often approach a sort of nauseous
dizziness. The subject is most often referred to
today as the paranormal. This group of enigmatic
happenstances seems to lie just on the outskirts of
both religion and science - always in peripheral
vision, never in plain sight. Disregarding most of
the distasteful tabloid fodder, I'm speaking mainly
of the spiritual side of things, the typically
unpopular yet increasingly studied ethereal realm.
But it is becoming obvious that the greater the
communications we develop, the more popular
these paranormal elements are becoming. For
example, if 24 people in one city have had various
intense spiritual experiences and 37 in the next city,
and so on, this indicates tHaindreds of thousands
of people throughout the world believe without a
doubt - through firsthand experience - that these
things truly happen! have begun to count myself
among them.

Today we can sense all of these diverse
elements co-existing together within reality. If that
co-existence is somewhat harmonious in nature, as
it seems to be (notwithstanding many of the
confused and limited interpretations), then the next
logical step is to re-evaluate, re-analyze, and re-



combine all that we know (leaving room for what
we don’t know!) - this will create synthesisa new
understanding - a new paradigm.

Due to the diversity of such subject matter in
so small a format, it is somewhat necessary to skip
around quite a bit in its telling, and | must therefore
apologize in advance for the tangential and flighty
nature of this discourse. It is my hope that, at the
very least, this collection may shed just a modicum
of light upon the mind of the inquisitive reader
concerning the universal connectivity of not just
religion and science, but of all things.

Every single person who has ever walked the
face of the Earth was, in their time, at the crosds
of their past and their future. | believe that our
present time may be somewhat special in the story
of mankind, as progress quickens its pace from a
slow crawl to a full sprint. The #0century saw
literally millions of almost magical moments in new
technology - and as the century ticked on, those
moments of progress kept happening closer and
closer together.

Now here we are at the beginning of thé 21
century; common man is beginning to look upon his
new age with an understanding to match it. It is an
age when the average household uses a computer to
handle many daily tasks - often more than one
computer, as microprocessors are found in



microwave ovens, TVs, phones, cars, even watches.
We now see general progress with an analytical eye,
knowing that its rate follows a logarithmic scale -
which hints at a time of convergence at some point
in the future. We are now seeing evidence of just
such a coming convergence, as we use our new
scientific minds to re-analyze our complete body of
collective knowledge - including the many
thousands of paths of history, both conventional and
eclectic. And, of possibly greater value, we're
combining all of the fine-tuned knowledge of
smaller areas and creating a greater body of
knowledge, the whole of which is greater than the
simple sum of its parts.

A very special aspect of this is the
convergence of two of mankind’s most prized areas:
science and religion. We are in a time when we can
use religion to contemplate science, and to use
science to re-evaluate religion. Of course this has
been done before by many of the greatest minds in
our history. But now the chance is being given to
every person who can look, listen, read and ponder.
Greater learning is now at everyone’s doorstep.

With the immense popularity and accessibility
of modern publishing - from books to periodicals to
websites - modern man is receiving a massive influx
of new data with which to work. This new material
comes in myriad forms about every conceivable
subject, ranging from the speculative to the



practical. One area of special interest these days is
alternative history: that history which has been
strategically displaced by the victors of society.
This type of data is now being collected and
collated on a worldwide level - a collaboration
which was once shunned by the previous masses,
blindly patriotic only to the history presented by
their own people.

Now that nearly anyone can publish
information for the masses, common knowledge is
taking a sharp turn left. As so many people today
are discovering the immense wealth of knowledge
previously hidden in the past (sharing it with their
friends, and so on), a new paradigm is slowly being
engendered through communications: the long
awaited communication of the past with the present.
With the application of time, the present will
become the future - one which will be exactly as
bright as we care to make it.



2. An Aging Paradigm

Let us now take a deep look at the major
standardized religions in an attempt to discover,
through their similarities and differences, how we
might make an amalgamation of sorts. Perhaps the
first question on the reader's mind is “does the
world really need a new paradigm?” With the
countless churches, synagogues, mosques and
temples already out there, isn't there a good chance
that one of them is going to work for you? The
answer lies within another question: what are you
looking for? Many people congregate simply to
congregate, a social gathering of similar people who



are there because it offers them something they
can’t seem to get at work, at home, or within other
social scenes. But it’'s putting a name on that thing
that people find so difficult, trying to pigeonhole
some ethereal, ghostly specter of an idea that simply
resists definition, other than the blanket categories
“religion” and “faith”. One of the reasons religios i

so difficult to accurately describe is that the concept
is really a massive combination of multiple, loosely
related elements, all confusingly wrapped up in one
monolithic burrito. This all-in-one confection ends
up being far too much for most people to digest.

Spirituality can be seen at the core of most
religions. This is a subject which by definition alone
is impossible to peg. Around this spiritual core is a
combination of many things historical in nature.
This outer region involves a huge body of tens of
thousands of books, scrolls, tablets, and often just
fragments of torn manuscripts, all begging to be
included in today’s version of “canonization”. And
mixed together in all of this is that thing called
“human nature” which makes some people resist the
beliefs of other cultures, makes other people invent
their own beliefs out of nothing, and causes still
others to readily accept anything they see on a
billboard, reflecting the stamp of some kingpin’s
approval. All these things mingled together can
immediately give the impression of chaos. And very
importantly, it's just the kind of chaos that can
make people suffer or even bleed when handled



improperly. The masses of people who have died in
the name of Christianity and religion in general
simply boggles the mind - today we are left to guess
at the actual numbers involved. All this exists under
the banner of something that is supposed to be, by
all reasonable accounts, a righteous, heartfelt, even
philanthropic endeavor. Yet many “factions of
faith” create social disputes based on selfish
agendas. When it gets really out of hand it can mean
international war, with soldiers loading their bedief
into guns and canons in the hope that they can
literally demolish, hence abolish, any philosophical
opposition.

What are these factions so angry about? It
seems that many people carry around a great deal of
false pride in something they lovingly call “the
truth”. When that “truth” is questioned, false pride
tends to quickly draw its weapon to defend itself
from being wounded. It ends up being the ego, not
the truth, which is so often being protected the most
vigorously. In many cases however, the motive is
simply one of power; those who control the
dominant sectors of society often hold nothing back
to protect their interest in staying in control and
maintaining those positions of power. It is these
people who need to be observed most carefully in
an attempt to discover the true motives behind their
actions. Face it, some people make tons of money
defending their faith - and where money is



concerned, great vigilance can always be found
rallying around it.

Amidst this conflagration, the diligent
individual must make his/her walk through life take
on the form of a quest, applying seasoned analysis
to every detail of the incoming data if they are to
come to even the slightest understanding of that
greatest object of philosophical/theological desires:
The Truth.



3. Eastern and Middle Eastern
Religions

Fitting this subject into so few pages is
probably somewhat like putting a star in a suitcase.
Each of the world’s dominant faiths is a library unto
itself, and therefore I'll prelude with an apology for
the brevity of each of these sections so as not to
spill over into a multitude of volumes. It seems
more to the point in this discourse to call attention
to similarities rather than differences, as these



similarities are indicative of the common roots
pertaining to our objective.

Within all the great religions of the world,
there exists a vital common thread, often referred to
as the “Golden Rule”: “treat others as you desire to
be treated”. This includes attitudes of universal
service, basically allowing philosophical support for
all forms of philanthropy. But these attitudes are
ideals, and far too often are never seen through to
fruition. Let us take a look at some of the East’s
most important contributions to theology’

Judaism is very old indeed. The Judaic
structure seems to have taken cohesive shape during
the Exodus of the Israelites from Egypt, circa 1300
BC (though their history is stated to extend back to
Adam). The key Jewish scriptures exist as the
Torah, also known as the Pentateuch (the first five
books of the Old Testament). Many other volumes
of later text are seen as sacred, but they are usually
considered as minor next to the Torah. The most
interesting factor when comparing the Jewish Torah
with the many Christian versions of the Pentateuch
is that the Jewish version has long remained in its
elderly form, which should dramatically lower any
translation difficulties. The fact that Jewish cudtu
has remained loyal to so many of their old ways and
has kept tedious records of the past is another
indication that the modern interpretation of these
records by a Jewvould likely be far more accurate



than that of a Christian from a purely logical
standpoint. This would include rabbinical
interpretation of much of the New Testament as
well, since the whole of the bible can be seen as
predominantly Jewish in origin. The fact that the
Jewish establishment has always frowned upon
Christian translations (if only from a linguistic and
cultural perspective) casts serious doubts upon the
validity of the prevailing Christian doctrine.

Standard Jewish guidelines demand strict
adherence to many old laws, including abstinence
from eating certain foods. The Jewish culture also
pays great attention to many calendar events
(particularly their Saturday Sabbath). Of great
interest in our present analysis is the Jewish branch
of Qabala, which is often presented as Jewish
mysticism - a path only loosely associated with
Orthodox Judaism. Interestingly, the term Qabala
(or “Kabbala”, “Cabbala”) has the same roots as the
word Khaba (“gaba”), the great Dblack stone
worshiped by Muslims in Mecca. Some modern day
mystics associate both of these terms with the
sacred path of alchemy.

The Muslim faith, generally perceived as the
teachings of Muhammad, is known to its adherents
as “Islam”. This faith has persisted in the Middle
East for at least 1400 years, beginning with the birth
of Muhammad in 570 CE. Like many religions,
Muslims worship a single God known as “Allah”,



who seems to manifest the general attributes of all
the world’s monotheistic Gods (contradiction in
terms!). The word Islam means “peace” in the
ancient language of the Muslims, and their doctrine
contains much of the same philanthropic and peace
loving elements as most of the world’s faiths. Like
their Jewish neighbors, Muslims adhere to a rather
strict observance of ritual. Their regimen includes 5
prayers a day at somewhat specific hours, with
special attention to bodily cleanliness before
praying. This practice is intriguingly similar to the
daily baptismal practices of the Nazarenes, the
original Christian sect surrounding Jesus and his
brother James. Islamic eschatology consists of a
Last Day when the world will come to an end, the
dead will be resurrected, and everyone will be
judged according to their deeds - this is quite in line
with Christianity and many other spiritual groups.
Another feature of Islam is the absence of a clergy.
Jews, Christians and Sabaeans are referred to as
“People of the Book”, which means that they are
supposed to be tolerated and protected under
Islamic jurisdiction. Although the Muslim faith is
not predominantly oriented with occult tradition,
there exists a very old undercurrent of the
alchemical and occult practices.

Moving further eastward we come to
Hinduism. Hindu history can be said to have
originated from the Indian Vedas, a very old
collection of writings that speak of a group of



powerful ancient Gods. The Hindu faith persists as
possibly the most open and tolerant of all the great
religions of the world and treats all people as equal
followers on individual paths toward the same
eventual destination: Nirvana, Valhalla - Heaven.
Of great import to Hindus is the concept of
reincarnation: this concept proposes that each
individual continually repeats the cycle of life until
issues of karma are resolved. The individual can
then break away from the cycle of re-birth,
eventually becoming one with God. Another open
belief is that personal worship can open up paths of
communion with many different divine beings and
Gods. To the well tuned Hindu all life is sacred, and
in life one must practice the continuance of “non-
injury” - the active respect of all life forms.

Like most of the other eastern sects,
Hinduism is not without its mystical counterpart.
There are various occult groups in India going back
thousands of years, which practiced the arcane
alchemical arts - with many claims of magical
happenstance in terms of health, longevity, and
various mystical events. To this day some Indian
groups are known to drink substances containing
“philosophical” mercury, with no adverse side
effects. Ordinary mercury is a highly toxic heavy
metal, but is nonetheless one of the seven principal
substances in metallic alchemy. In connection with
global legend, the ancient Hindu stories are easily



comparable to those of Greece, Egypt,
Mesopotamia, and Peru.

The next branch of Eastern thought comes to
us under the heading of Buddhism. This system can
be considered more of a philosophy than a religion,
as most of its tenets surround the analysis of
everyday life and physical existence more than the
concerns of the Gods. The key to Buddhist thinking
revolves around the four noble truths and the
following of the eightfold path to alleviate
suffering. | find it interesting that the “four
aggregates” in Buddhism are the same as the four
elements of mysticism: Earth, water, fire and wind.
Also interesting is the practice of using a sixth sense
— mental visualization. This visualization can be
equally if not more powerful than the other five
senses, as exemplified in the dream state. When
studying the important Buddhist elements and
principles, there seems to be a strong underlying
structure of analytical psychology. One cannot help
but see the basic truths these philosophies share,
truths that might relate to anyone in any part of the
world.

As the world’'s boundaries continue to
disintegrate, the term “Tao” is becoming ever more
prevalent on the tongues of inquisitive westerners.
Taoism began to enter Chinese writing about 100
years before Christ, ostensibly with a Chinese
philosopher named Lao Tzu (scholars are skeptical



about the actual existence of the legendary figure).
It's likely that Taoism originally arose in reaction
against ancient Chinese feudal society around 400
BC. This new philosophy intertwined with legends
far more ancient, legends that pointed to arcane
methods of achieving perfect health, even eternal
life (Fang shih), via Alchemy. Taoism has long
been associated with all classes of society, and has
co-existed together with the more politically
oriented Confucian doctrine, a philosophical branch
originally discussed widely by the upper class.
Western Taoism consists of a rather loose
interpretation of eastern ways, in a marriage that
seems to have combined the philosophies of the Tao
with the openness of Hinduism.

Christianity originated in the Middle East,
with Jesus and his apostles traversing the areas
between Jerusalem and Qumran. Jesus was
considered a great leader, teacher and healer, and
was so deeply spiritual in his philosophies and
lifestyle that his presence demanded a great deal of
respect far and wide. The original story is very
political in undertone, involving the hereditary king
of the Jews (from the line of King David a thousand
years earlier) attempting to free his people from the
bonds of Roman occupation. Over the many years
of conflict, nearly all of the important original
Christians were killed off by the Romans, as the
Roman plan necessitated the elimination of any and
all Jewish claimants to the throne of Jerusalem.



Those few who survived fled to many different
remote locations including Gaul (modern France),
where there exists to this day the massive cult of the
Magdalena (Mary Magdalene).

So it is interesting, and indeed suspect, that
the very people who massacred the original
Christians, along with their Savior and most of his
royal family, were the very ones who collated,
edited - and in some cases re-wrote - the bible that
later Christians would cling to so ardently. And the
Romans did a brilliant job; the bible contains many
historical facts that have been validated by scholars
around the world. But more important is what has
been edited out of the great book, and what has
been added by those with a vested interest. The
most obvious exclusions are the Gnostic gospels,
the many ancient books that have since been re-
discovered at Nag Hamadi (Egypt), and which shed
a great deal of light on Christian history. Other
strategic changes occurred in the planned
mistranslation of certain words and phrases, which
over the course of the entire book completely
tainted its overall meaning.

It is interesting that Christians cling so heavily
to the New Testament, while the Old Testament is
the Jewish scripture. One thing is certain: The Bible
is truly one of the most interesting books in the
world.



4. The Christian Era

As previously illustrated, there is no shortage
of religions in the world, but there does seem ta be
few standards dominating the milieu - and among
these is the big contender, Christianity. Most
Christian organizations are good at the heart -
especially with the recent popularity of non-
denominational Christianity - touting love and
peace through most of their messages.

But one Christian group stands out high above
the rest, their hierarchy having gone back nearly
two thousand years to what is now known as the



Christian era. Of course I'm referring to the Roman

Catholic establishment, the pioneers of modern
Christianity. The organization of their doctrine can,

for the most part, be taken back to the era of
Constantine the Great, where during the famous
Council of Nicea it was decided by a host of the

region’s mightiest men what would be actively

pursued as truth - and what would be cast out as
heresy.

Constantine was not really a Christian though;
he belonged to a popular Sun worshiping cult of the
time called Sol Invictus. Constantine was a great
politician, and had decided that to bring stability to
the region - and hence to his reign as Emperor - he
would need to actively combine all of the greater,
squabbling religious factions into one peaceful,
coalescing whole. To do so he would have to, by
necessity, re-invent the "truth"; taking a little bit
from this group, a little bit from that group - and
mixing it together until it made some sense as a
whole. Constantine was successful and enjoyed a
measure of peaceful prosperity, at least with his
own people. Sure there were many unhappy
followers, but after a generation or two had passed
the new doctrine began to be accepted as fact.

Most of their new beliefs were based on the
doctrine of St. Paul, as his writings were quite a bit
more in line with the Roman idea of sensationalism,
and borrowed quite a bit from non-biblical stories



such as that of Zoroaster (who a thousand years
earlier was supposedly born of a virgin mother). It
is now accepted by many modern biblical scholars
that the doctrine of Paul seems to be somewhat
distinct from that of the other biblical authors - so
much so that an actual disparity can be discerned
when deep analysis is applied. Of course there are
slight disparities between most of the Old and New
Testament books, including the synoptic (meaning
“singular in vision”) books of Matthew, Mark, Luke
and John. But Paul's doctrine stands out far beyond
these more normal differences, and careful study of
the bible - together with other writings, such as the
Dead Sea Scrolls and the Nag Hamadi manuscripts -
brings to light a deeper and more tragic story, one
of conspiratorial proportions.

The major conspiracy in Jesus’ day was, of
course, between the Romans and the Jews, and after
many years of Roman occupation, smaller factions
began to grow out of the political mess. One of
these groups - and the focus of the New Testament
Narrative - was that of Jesus and his followers,
called in those days the Nazoreans, or Nazorites.
Their tradition was very ancient, and combined the
knowledge of the Torah with other ways - one of
which was called the Therapeutate, an ancient
Egyptian healing tradition.

The Nazorites believed that the legitimate
king of Jerusalem had come in the form of their



“Messiah” (meaning “anointed one”) who, once
seated on the throne, would leave the title
“Messiah” behind - and take on the new title of
King, their leader “in strength”. Jesus (his name was
actually “Yoshuah ben Yoseph” or “Joshua, son of
Joseph”) was of a direct hereditary line from King
David, and he was the firstborn son of Joseph - so
he was the legitimate Messiah of their generation.
The Nazorites also believed that next to any good
king, there needed to stand a prophet, or leader of
righteousness (also from a noble bloodline) - their
combined forces forming a dual pillar system. Only
then could the symbolical arch of Shalom (“peace”)
rest securely on top of the two pillars, over all the
people of the kingdom. The chosen prophet, or
“tsedek” was none other than John the Baptist.

He was soon beheaded by the Romans
however, who had begun to get a sense of the
uprising among the general populus. So Jesus had to
take on the mantle of both pillars (his lineage is also
said to have contained the “tsedek” blood,
apparently through his mother Mary). This was a
very foreign idea to the Nazorites, but was a
necessity due to the Roman occupation - and was
their only alternative. This was around the time Saul
changed his name to Paul, and began a massive
missionary effort - heralding Jesus as the divine
Savior, and making quite a few of the Nazorites
uneasy, and some outwardly angry. What they
didn’t like was that he was interpreting Jesus’ words



- and the Nazorean doctrine on the whole - from a
purely Hellenistic viewpoint. This viewpoint,
coming from such a drastically different cultural
perspective, was causing some pretty rough
interpretations - interpretations that many of the
apostles found repugnant. Of all the Jewish groups
in the surrounding area, the Nazoreans were the
strictest of them all, and were the only group to
ritually use water to cleanse their souls. Their lives
were literally centered on spiritual cleanliness, and
their daily baths became what we now know as
baptism. Paul began, without their consent, to
spread his beliefs around as if he was a spokesman
for Jesus, when it was plain to the Nazorites that his
doctrine was largely incompatible with the
Jerusalem church (another name for the Nazorean
community). But Jesus was a good and liberal man,
and was not as much concerned with this as he was
with the true political issues in Jerusalem.

After the crucifixion, the next legitimate heir
to the throne - whom the Nazorites called their new
“Messiah” (he was also an “anointed heir” of
Davidic lineage) - was Jesus’ brother James (known
to them as “Yacob ben Yoseph”, or Jacob).

There was much heated debate between the
followers of James (the Nazorites), and the
followers of Paul (the Paulines), because Paul saw
Jesus as being the only Messiah. But being a
foreigner, Paul didn’t understand the literal meaning



of the term "Messiah", and so didn't realize that to
the Jerusalem church James was simply next in line
to take the position of leadership. And as James’
ministry lasted 19 years (compared to the short 1
year span of Jusus’ ministry), it has become obvious
to modern scholars that Jesus’ people truly loved
and followed his brother - whom they affectionately
called “James the Just”. Conversely, it has been
accepted by many that “the liar” referred to
repeatedly in the Dead Sea Scrolls is likely in
reference to Paul. The scrolls even state that “the
liar” took the title of apostle upon himself, without
ever having been appointed by the Messiah (the key
issue was that Paul was worshiping Jesus as a Deity
- an idea that neither Jesus nor the apostles would
have approved of).

The great % century historian Flavius
Josephus (Joseph ben Matthias), a Jewish general
who led much of the uprising, documented the
period surrounding the revolt of 70 AD. In his
writings it becomes evident that one of the pivotal
issues preceding the revolt was the attempted
murder of James the Just by Paul (Paul is
considered by many to have been a supporter of the
Romans). The people were so outraged by almost
losing another Messiah that they doubled their
efforts toward political freedom, and all-out war
commenced between the Jews and Romans -
culminating in the final destruction of the temple,



and the scattering of the Jews in the great Diaspora
of the era.

With the eventual execution of James all hope
was lost, and most of the Nazoreans fled to
Qumran, just North of Jerusalem, only to be hunted
down and slaughtered in the final massacre of the
war. It is now thought that the sacred temple records
of the community were hidden deep beneath the
temple, to be supposedly discovered more than a
thousand years later by the Knights Templar, the
“Knights of the Temple”.

This new “alternative” version of Christian
history will never be absolutely provable, so it is
left up to modern scholars to do their own
independent research, and to draw their own
conclusions. But after my own careful reading and
consideration, | have made some personal decisions
about the biblical narrative: one, that it can be used
by anyone as a tool for philosophical and moral
development, and as a semi-accurate historical
account. And two, that it is an incomplete,
sometimes even tainted record of what we call
religion - and that it should only be considered in
conjunction with the vast array of other equally
important material if one is to gain closer access to
the facts.

As can be gleaned from such multi-faceted
study, the compilers of the New Testament (the



Romans) had a vested interest in what the
commoners beneath them would come to believe,
and through the many centuries of their ruthless
dominion they continued to display what one early
writer euphemistically described as “a certain
economy with the truth”...



5. A Catholic Thing

So, what was this vested interest that the
Romans had when they were so busy re-writing
everyone else’s history bookB@wer, and lots of it.
With the systematic murder of Jesus and his
extended family, they had single-handedly nearly
destroyed the greatest dynasty in biblical history.

They knew that the ancient bloodlines were so
historically powerful that they were a threat to the
non-genetic hierarchy of the Church of Rome, and
therefore had to be rooted out at the source (by
kiling any male decedents of important Jewish



lineage). This is certainly the primary reason the
Jews have had such a hard time historically,
because they are a continued threat to the usurpers
of power - and if not by lineage then by
documentation or knowledge of the deep past.

But the church was also looking for more than
just pedigrees and history books; they were literally
bent on finding certain artifacts, artifacts from the
Old Testament - and they continually used war with
the Jews as a method of legally murdering them for
the secret purpose of acquiring their belongings.
They would call the Jews heretics for performing
some form of magic - but then after killing them,
the Church would attempt to take for themselves
any artifactassociated with that magitt has been
speculated that the Church heirarchy was actively
seeking the Ark of the Covenant - as the Jews spoke
of the Ark often with its many other associated
magical devices.

Whole populations were killed in this way,
most notably the Cathars in southern France during
the 12" century AD. This was nothing short of
wholesale manslaughter, as the Cathars were very
peaceful by nature and would never have willingly
marched against Rome. It is known that many tens
of thousands died in what the church called the
“Albigensian  Crusade”  (literally = meaning
“crucifixion of the Elves”...). The key to their
heresy involved what is known in the East as



“duality”; that every person is a combination of
positive and negative forces (as symbolized by the
yin-yang), and that this duality was inescapable
because it is integral to the existence of all things in
the universe. The Cathari method was balance: by
keeping everything in proper proportion inner-peace
could be found. To Rome this was a major no-no, as
they were keen on keeping their people bound in the
chains of fear and discontent - only this way would
the commoner beg the priests for forgiveness. And
it was that desire for forgiveness which kept the
good peasant on a leash. If something like inner-
peace became popular, the church could no longer
dangle the promise of forgiveness over peoples’
heads, as the people would no longer require it.

This is the basis for all things Catholic, and
stems all the way back to the church’s focus on the
Redemption of the Savior - that a lowly person
neededto be redeemed by a much greater person,
without whom the lowly person is lost forever. But
the biblical narrative makes it rather clear that Jesus
did not want any such glory to be attached to his
“person”, only to his words (and to his father). So if
his words abide in one’s mind, there is no need for
such things as crucifixes, the sacrament (in its
present form’), or even the church itself!

The power of the church was in the Pontiff, or
“bridge builder” (the old term for Pope), whom they
claimed was an individual's only “bridge” to God.



The intellectual of today however, with a desire to

build his/her own bridges, can see it for what it

really was: an elaborate scheme to gain and hold
power over the masses - and it worked for nearly
two thousand years!

| think the words of Jesus are pure genius, as
he was clearly one of the most deeply insightful
men of many ages. He fought for a worthy cause,
for which he knew he would most probably die -
during which time he served all people, including
the downtrodden and the week. These are the
qualities of a true king, and it is quite obvious that
most of history’s other kings could have learned a
great deal from him. He was a far better candidate
than Herod Antipas, who eventually had him killed
for considering it. Pontius Pilate had no other
reason to sentence him, and even claimed it to be
so. The whole story insinuates the presence of a
political directive from a higher place, which makes
a great deal more sense than the popular opinion
that Jesus’ people killed their own leader during a
foreign invasion!

Another aspect of the Christian faith on the
whole is its age old intolerance of other religions
and beliefs; domineering missionary work to “save
the heathens and sinners” in local and foreign lands,
execution of heretics, and the historical use of brute
force to keep people in line. There are also
numerous tales of political engineering by the



Catholic hierarchy - the most important being the
“Donation of Constantine” - a fraudulent document

devised by the church, which gave them formidable
political power even until modern times. Also of

great intrigue was the murder of King Dagobert I

(7th century AD), which effectively ended the line

of the old kings - the great Merovingians of France -
and replaced them with the puppet Carolingians
who helped to maneuver the church into an even
greater position of power.

Of all the world’s great religions, the Christian
faith is the only one which does not allow any form
of mysticism - in fact being forcibly against such
forms of spirituality - using fear of
excommunication and hell as a motive for followers
to stay clear of the occult path (although it has been
discovered that some of the Popes and high bishops
did secretly study mysticism, as they could not
resist the enticements of such a powerful body of
knowledge).

The modern Catholic administration has since
publicly apologized for their past dirty deeds (which
is a feat in itself!), but the modern scandals they ar
still involved in display the fact that not much has
changed since the Dark Ages (such incidents
include the corruption of the Vatican Bank, and the
support of Nazi war criminals as late as the 1980s -
an intriguing and very disturbing anti-Semitic
connection!).



We all know that the vast majority of the
Christian laity consists of some of the most
wonderful and spiritual people in society, and it
would be unfair to label all Christians as religious
tyrants (Mother Theresa was certainly one of the
finer examples of the positive human spirit). As
ever, the problem remains festering at the top -
typically among thesery few individuals who have
executive power. It is high time for the many good
Christians of the world to reach out and discover the
deeper truths involved with their massive and
ancient club - to incorporate modern knowledge
into the equation, and to become more in tune with
the vast world of spirituality that exists outside the
realms of accepted dogma. Let it come to pass
through scholarship and intuition.

But more important than the Catholic thing, or
even the Christian thing, is the all important subject
of the Elohim’



6. The Gods

Since the beginning of history nearly every
major culture on the planet has written or illustdate
pictures about a group of powerful entities - known
by different names amongst different groups - but
collectively known as “the Gods”.

Each legend is fascinating enough alone. But
what seems to be equally incredible is the fact that
although many of these cultures were separated by
thousands of miles of oceans and spoke completely
different languages, nearly all of these combined
stories read as if they are speaking of the sarte eli
group. Even in different languages, the epithets
(descriptive names) of many of these Gods are



virtually identical. The best example in the west is,
of course, the pantheon of Greek Gods headed by
Zeus. Now, imagine cultures in India, Mesopotamia
(ancient Middle East), South America, and Egypt
all telling nearly identical stories, and within
coincidental time frames (sometimes exact time
frames), and you will have some idea of the
magnitude of this collective body of data. This all
goes back well into BC times, into a period before
inter-continental migration was thought possible by
20th century scientists. New evidence seems to be
coming out into the open as time progresses, and of
particular interest is a massive archeological dig
that took place about 150 years ago in the Middle
East.

In the 1850s a find of incredible proportions
was being un-Earthed in Syria (northern Arabia), in
a place known in the bible as Nineveh. The find
consists of the largest and oldest library ever
discovered, once belonging to Ashur-banipal, king
of Assyria. He reigned sometime around 2000 BC,
near the time of Abraham. Although it is impossible
to estimate how extensive the library was in those
days, the current find contains close to 50,000 clay
tablets, scrolls and manuscripts, describing a region
known as Sumer. It is now agreed that Sumer was
the greatest of all the ancient civilizations so far
discovered, a place immensely rich in culture and
learning. It has been speculated that literally all
technology of our current age in some way



originated from Sumer. It is also becoming evident
that religion itself got its start there. One of 2@
century’s leading Sumerian scholars, Zecharia
Sitchin, spent most of his life studying the ancient
writings from the Middle East, and in his old age
began to publish his own version of the great
Sumerian stories - compiled in a massive body of
work collectively known as “The Earth Chronicles”.
Among the nearly 2000 pages of his text are many
which seem to describe modern scientists’ great
“missing link”.

All of the thousands of Sumerian texts are
parallel in orientation - there seems to be no real
disparity between stories (which some scholars find
odd, considering the shear mass and controversial
nature of the content, spanning an immense time
period within biblical geography). Of the many
accounts filling the largely Akkadian library, there
seems to be some truly pivotal ones - but nearly
every single one of them speaks of the “Gods”; a
pantheon which, like the Greek pantheon, was
comprised of twelve primary members, but which
ruled over many others. These others were a kind of
working class (if you can imagine “blue collar
Gods™) who did the bidding of the primary twelve.
And most of the stories center on the 4 or 5 highest
ranking of these “Gods of the Gods”, and on the
strife that apparently existed between them - and
between the Gods and man.



According to the texts, this elite group called
themselves the Anunnaki, or “children of Anu”
(Anu was their king). The human scribes called
them “Nephilim” (“watchers”, or “those who came
down”) or “Elohim” (*Gods”), both of which are
names used in the Hebrew version of the Old
Testament. Here is a very compressed, modern
English rendering of what those thousands upon
thousands of tablets had to say (coming from
Sitchin’s transcription, which necessitates some
interpolation and extrapolation):

In the beginning when only primitive man
(Neanderthal?) walked the Earth, there came from
the skies a great race of visitors who were on a
desperate mission to save their home planet Nibiru.
Nibiru apparently had some atmospheric
catastrophe which was imminent, and their chief
scientist Enki had devised a plan to come to “the
Seventh Planet” (Earth) to find the necessary
resources (of a mineral or metallic nature) to fix the
problem. He knew the job was immense, so he
brought with him nine hundred Anunnaki to help
with the burdensome task. When they finally found
the greatest concentration of the material, it was not
as richly deposited as they had hoped - which made
the task far more complicated and time consuming.

With this added workload, Enki (who was also
third in command of all the Anunnaki) decided to
take drastic measures. He and Ninharsag (his half-



sister, and # in command) captured a primitive
human, genetically combined its DNA with their
own, and created thousands of hybrid workers -
workers who were intelligent enough to mine for
ores - but not intelligent enough to overpower the
Anunnaki. They also ensured (somehow) that the
hybrids would not have the Anunnaki's ability to
live hundreds of thousands of years, giving man a
normal human lifespan. This way it would be
difficult for them to, again, overpower the
Anunnaki by amassing thousands of years of
experience and knowledge (After a hundred years,
each singular body of human experience was lost -
and had to begin again at point zero).

Enki's brother, 2 in command, and heir
apparent to the Anunnaki throne, was none other
than Enlil (who can later be identified with the God
of Israel). He is the appointed ruler of Earth -
although his father Anu has left most scientific
decision making up to Enki, his other son (by
another wife or concubine; this causes unrest
between the siblings, and rivalry is seen between
the two throughout many of the episodes). Enlil
stays in Mesopotamia while Enki's “black headed
people”, the hybrids, work the mines in Africa.
Enlil demands to have some of the black headed
people to serve him in Sumer, and after some
conflict with Enki, obtains a few of the workers and
puts a couple to work in his gardens at home.



Enki, being literally the father of the hybrid
people, came to love and respect them after so many
years (300,000 years by some accounts!), and was
slowly giving them the tools and knowledge to
become somewhat happy and independent. But
Enlil had no such connection with the workers, and
didn't take too well to Enki's idea of sharing
knowledge with them (which equals power’).

Enki was known as the most knowledgeable
of all the Gods, and they had many epithets
heralding him as such. But one of the most popular
of his symbols was the serpent - which became a
universal symbol for wisdom and knowledge.

With calculated deduction, Sitchin inserts his
interpretation of the Garden of Eden story: While
visiting Enlil's house, Enki goes out to the gardens
and sees the human servants working there. The
servants ask Enki why Enlil has forbidden them to
partake of the fruit of knowledge and the fruit from
the tree of life. Enki is filled with compassion,dan
tells them that the fruit will not kill them - asnH
has told them - but will instead kill their old way of
thinking, as it contained sacred substances which,
when eaten, would perfect the mind and body of the
consumer, and give them a perfect knowledge -
including the knowledge of good and evil.

When Enlil discovers they have eaten the fruit
(which is probably just a symbolical name of a



substance created from some great scientific
process, of which Enki would have been the chief
practitioner) he is furious, and immediately casts
them out to live in the wilderness. But because they
are now wise and knowledgeable, they prosper in a
new life of independence - and become the
“parents” of a new human era.

After many generations the Anunnaki begin to
mate with these new humans, creating higher and
smarter strains of hybrids - thus beginning the
“bloodline of the Gods” (this is also indicated in
Genesis, where the Nephilim took for themselves all
the human wives of their choosing). This also
infuriated Enlil, and as the ruler of Earth he decided
to destroy Enki's creation so the humans would
never pose a threat to the Anunnaki. Enlil had been
told a great natural catastrophe was about to happen
on Earth, caused by the melting of the polar ice
caps. Their scientists had predicted that at a specific
moment, a great mass of ice would suddenly fall
into the ocean at once - causing huge tidal waves
and raising the sea quite a bit all over the world (all
this from an ancient clay tablet! Modern scientists
are now predicting similar events forthcoming’).
They knew that they only needed to go into orbit for
a year or so, and come back to a clean world -
devoid of the troublesome humans.

Enki was very unhappy with this decision, and
conspired with the king of one of the lands; Enki



helped the king build a ship - a submersible vessel
which could last for months under water, and many
more months on top of it. He then gave the king a
sacred stone which would give them light through
the long journey. The Sumerian account names the
king “Zeusudra” - but the story is too similar to
Noah’s story to be ignored. (Interestingly, the
L.D.S. sacred book, “The Book of Mormon”, tells
of a group of Middle Easterners who, in B.C. times,
were instructed by their

God to build submersible vessels to carry them
to a new land, which eventually became known as
the Americas. They were also given sacred stones to
give them light during their long journey. The
Mormons are one of the only Christian groups that
speak of the mystical stones of power in their own
doctrine).

After about a year the Gods return to Earth, at
a pre-determined place which is today believed to
be the Ararat Mountains - the highest twin peaks
within thousands of miles. Upon their arrival, they
spot a stranded sea vessel and discover within it
Zeusudra and a few members of his family. Enlil's
first response is anger - but Enki provides the voice
of reason, calming down his brother until Enlil
realizes how intelligent and enterprising this king
was. It is decided that Zeusudra will be given the
gift of immortality - and invited to live among the
Gods.



Following the Great Flood, a long period of
re-building ensues as literally everything had been
destroyed. But with the advanced technology of the
Anunnaki, things fall directly into place - and they
begin to resume their previous lifestyle of mining
(to complete their original mission), and of
generally trying to maintain a comfortable life.

After a few thousand years, with normal life
back in full swing, a new population of humans is
prospering; it is decided by the Gods that kingship
should be given to them. This kingship apparently
began in Kush (the biblical Kish), then switched to
Nippur, and oscillated back and forth a bit thereafter
(the bible also tells of certain pivotal beginnings in
that area).

Enki has gone back to Africa and Egypt
(Egypt was then called “Magan”), and has used his
engineering skills to bring Egypt up out of the water
(with the use of dykes and dams) and into
prosperity. He can now be equated with the
Egyptian God Ptah, whom the locals revere for
liting Egypt up from the water - and for giving
them their Pharaohs.

By this time the ruling Gods Enlil, Enki and
Ninharsag have all had offspring - and it is some of
these offspring who, with the help of a few other
Anunnaki, begin what Sitchin calls the “War of the
Gods".



From the beginning Anu had divided the great
lands amongst the chief Gods. Enlil, being the ruler
on Earth, took the center lands of the Middle East.
Enki, 2% in command on Earth, took the western
lands of Egypt and Africa (the lands associated with
mining). Ninharsag took the area around the Sinai
Peninsula, and the beautiful Innana received what is
now known as western India (this is why the epic
stories from these pivotal areas are so much in line
with each other). It was this division of lands that
the Anunnaki had begun to fight over.

Enki had three historically important sons:
Marduk, Thoth and Dumuzi. Marduk was very
domineering, creating conflict with just about
everyone. Enki had given different Egyptian
territories to each son, but Marduk wanted complete
control. He can be readily associated with the
Egyptian God Ra - and the “Pyramid Wars” are
centered around his thirst for power. His brother
Thoth is now considered by many to have been the
greatest of the younger Gods, due to his immense
scientific  knowledge - and his low-key,
philanthropic style. Many say Thoth is another
name for the Greek God Hermes, who was also a
scientific marvel. Like his father Enki, Thoth is
associated with the symbol of the serpent, often
with wings.

Dumuzi also had a desire for power, and
Innana (aka. “Ishtar”) sought to unite with him,



even though they were from very different
territories. Marduk did not like this mingling of
territorial blood, and he is implicated in the murder
of Dumuzi - his own brother. An Anunnaki council
is gathered, and it is decided that since no proof can
be given of Marduk’s guilt in directly killing his
brother with his own hand, he will not be sentenced
to a direct execution - but indirectly by being sealed
within the great Giza pyramid. He escapes
somehow and takes a slightly quieter stance for a
while, while Thoth is given local control by Enki.

A few hundred years go by, and again Marduk
becomes impatient. He overthrows his brother
Thoth, and exiles him from Egypt. Some say Thoth
went from there to South America, were he became
known as the winged serpent Quetzlquatl - the
Great God of Peru, and there are a startling number
of clues which support this.

Not all of the records of ancient Sumer are
complete, so extrapolation is still a necessary tool
for analysis. One such account is that of the greatest
war of the Gods - launching Enlil's son Ninurta into
fame. It involves the theft of what the Anunnaki
called the “Mu’s”: a group of small enigmatic
objects which were of vast scientific importance.

Anu had given control of the Mu’s to Enki,
and there were many jealous Gods who desired to
possess them. One of the most envious was



Innana/lshtar, who simply wanted to enhance her
power. The other was Marduk, who desired
complete control over the Earth (it's unclear who
the culprit was, however). After the Mu's were

stolen, the great Anunnaki council gathered again to
decide what to do (this was a true state of
emergency for them - according to the texts, they
could not “govern the heavens” without the Mu’s).

Ninurta stepped up to the plate and promised
to destroy the perpetrator and bring back the Mu’s.
The ensuing one-on-one battle became widely
known throughout every region, having been
recounted in at least four different ancient dialects.
The legends of India, Greece, Egypt and
Mesopotamia all tell of the terrible battle in the
skies, and of a singular victor who saved the day.
Ninurta became an instant hero, and was given a top
notch position amongst the greatest of the Gods.

Perhaps the final pivotal event of these Gods
among men is that of their apparent departure from
Earth, probably around the time of Abraham (circa
2000 BC). The bible doesn't go into any detail, but
some event causes Abraham’s father Terah to
uproot his family very suddenly from Ur (modern
Iraq), and move hundreds of miles north to Syria.
Terah was the great prophet of his day (which they
termed an “oracle”), and it is likely that it was his
capacity as a seer which governed the need for the
sudden move. Ancient texts spoke of perilous times,



stating “the Gods have left us like migrating birds” -
and they tell of some terrible disaster sweeping
through a vast area surrounding the Sinai Peninsula.

This story is very disturbing to many modern
scholars, because the event reads as if it was a
planned thermonuclear detonation by a couple of
rogue Anunnaki dissidents. The tablet speaks of a
“poisonous wind” which completely destroys entire
populations within days (the biblical “Sodom and
Gomorrah™), and of a few Anunnaki stragglers who
barely escape with their lives. The account
describes entire regions laid waste, and the
“lingering poison” that rendered the Iland
uninhabitable for a long period.

This is pretty much the final account of the
Anunnaki - it appears they simply packed up and
left in a hurry. There’s no telling where they were
off to, or if they ever returned - if they completed
their original mission, and if they left anything
behind. All we can do now is analyze and dig, and
continue to make our best educated guesses.

As has been stated, there are literally tens of
thousands of such tablets, all coinciding with each
other - none of them indicating even slightly that
any of these stories were fabricated or even
augmented in any way. They seem to be
pragmatically rendered inscriptions of events that
actually happened in the distant past, by scribes



who took their business very seriously - literally
devoting their lives to the work and its preservation.

How can such data be ignored? Obviously the
stories are bordering on incredible - to say the least
- but the implications are far too important to
simply dismiss as theombined fantasy of hundreds
of individual scribes throughout the ancient world!

As ever, the reader is left to judge the evidence,
and to hopefully bring to the table more
independent research’



7. The Five Ages of Man

It was Sitchin and his team of scholarly
investigators who applied analytical mathematics to
the many ancient eastern and middle eastern texts,
and concluded that the epic legends of Gods and
men may well have begun sometime around
430,000 BC. This might sound like a ridiculous
figure to many readers, but when combining this
information with similar data from other parts of the
world, it can be seen that belief in such histories
dating back a half million years is not as unusual as
one might think.

Even more shocking is the fact that many
indigenous peoples (“Indians”) throughout the



modern world seem to share an oral tradition that
speaks of such distant beginnings - and nearly all of
these cultures speak of the “five ages of man”. Of
course the term “age” leaves a huge question mark -
but when all the clues are in, it appears that thie fif
age, the one we are supposedly living in now, began
around 3100 BC. The calendars of the Americas,
India and Egypt all lead back to within 20 years of
that date! The simplest logic would lead us to
multiply this 5000 years with the five ages, giving
25,000 years of oral history. The problem is that we
don't know when the end of this age is, and
therefore cannot say that an “age” has a span of
5000 years total. The other problem is that stretches
of history are usually not measured in matching
periods of time, but instead by the seemingly
random events contained within each span, usually
resulting in irregular intervals of “progress” - and it
is reasonable to assume that an “age” would be no
different. For instance, the medieval period lasted
much longer than the Renaissance period, and the
great pharaohnic periods of Egypt lasted far longer
than the Christian era.

Also there are different types of calendars
measuring different spans of time. The South
American “long count” is the Peruvian calendar
which dates back to around 3100 BC. But the same
peoples had another counting system, which seems
to go back tens of thousands of years, perhaps even
hundreds of thousands.



The longest calendars discovered so far exist
in the Far East, and when calculated show some
compelling results. Like the Peruvians, the ancient
Indians of the Vedic tradition used different counts -
but much older - one going back to around 400,000
BC, and another spanning more than a million
years!

Sitchin  concludes (with his lifetime of
research - which also combines a mountain of many
other researchers’ data) that the Anunnaki came
down to Earth 430,000 years ago, and created
modern man (Cro-Magnon) roughly 300,000 years
ago. They were mostly centered around the Middle
East, Africa and India - but over the immense time
periods between then and the end of the Sumerian
culture (around 2000 BC.), it is evident that they
traversed the globe many times, visiting many
different peoples - leaving their “footprints” for
many to see. According to the Sumerian texts, the
Anunnaki were incredibly advanced, and if they
traveled here from a distant planet (in our solar
system) a half a million years ago, it is reasonable
to think that they would have had their own history
going back at least as far again, making their own
culture at least a million years old. And, reasoning
that they probably didn’t have the same missing link
issue in their own culture that we had, then their
development should have taken much, much longer
than our own - giving the Anunnaki a conceivable



history of at least 2 or 3 million years, possibly
more (pure speculation here!).

Our solar system is thought by most scientists
to be around 5 billion years old, with the age of the
universe extending to roughly 13 billion years. With
these incredible time spans it becomes easier to see
how small the difference of a million or so years of
development is between two isolated species. And
when one combines these lengths of time with the
sheer spatial immensity of the known universe, it
actually becomes scientificallyrobable that there
are many different intelligent cultures out there, in
many different locations. Even if the five ages of
man take our history back to 1 million BC, this is
really not illogical. It's a trifle compared to average
evolutionary periods on Earth - and a mere blink
within the vastness of astronomical time’



8. The Missing Link

Most modern anthropologists agree that
bipedal man likely got his start from 1 to 6 million
years ago in the form of homo-erectus, a primitive
hunter-gatherer. Then, around 900,000 BC a genetic
shift occurred, probably brought on by extreme
climate shifts - and Neanderthal man was born
(actually, Neanderthal genes had probably existed
for some time, but were strengthened when a global
change in climate caused a massive food shortage -
and the stronger, smarter Neanderthal factors
suddenly became dominant in the reproductive
pool). The change is considered to have been a very
straightforward example of natural selection -
survival of the fittest.



But some time later, between 300,000 and
30,000 BC, a much more radical shift was seen in
the replacement of Neanderthal man with Cro-
Magnon man. The extreme differences between
these two groups has sparked one of the most
heated debates in anthropological circles, and has
led many researchers to look for what has been
termed “the missing link”. Neanderthal was indeed
very primitive by our standards, and we have little
reason to believe these primal creatures used a
language much different than primates do today.
They were more intelligent than all the other
animals in tasks of finding food and shelter, but
otherwise they lived their lives much like the
animals they hunted. On the other hand, Cro-
Magnon displayed a massive increase in
intelligence and cultural refinement - introducing
language, art and deductive reasoning to the wild
scene. It is again likely that some extreme and
sudden shortage in the food supply, caused by a
shift in global weather, was what killed off the
Neanderthal team - as they had no chance of
competing with the far more proficient and crafty
Cro-Magnon. Some ancient records speak of a time
when a large - but spread out - group of primitive
people was literally obliterated by their much
stronger opponents, in a very short period of time.
Not only were the “new guys” more adept at finding
food and shelter in the hardest of times - they also
possessed far more advanced fighting skills and



weapons, and had no trouble at all taking food from
the weaker Neanderthals.

Modern scholars can find no logical
explanation for such a dramatic shift in genetic
factors, leaving ideas like simple mutation totally at
odds with the evidence handed down to us. People
are literally ripping their hair out in an attempt to
answer the questions “how” and “why”. But the
stories coming out of Sumer shed a great deal of
light on what that missing link may well have been -
it's just considered far too radical of an explanation
to be entertained by most high society academics -
as it goes directly against anything they've been
taught their whole lives.

And no group will dismiss such a notion more
rapidly and readily than the Catholic hierarchy.
They know that if such a theory ever gained any
momentum in public it would cast a very dreary
shadow over their doctrine - leaving much of their
congregation to begin seeking their answers
elsewhere. Of course the whole idea of modern man
stemming from any primitive form is totally at odds
with their creation story anyway, much less the
concept of a creation scientifically orchestrated by a
multitude of aliens!

Any serious analyst will consider any and all
evidence in the quest for answers, and it is my
suggestion (along with quite a few other forward



thinkers and “alternative historians”) that the
anthropological missing link can be found in the
myriad texts of the ancient peoples throughout the
world, in the form of “the Gods” - and most
expansively in the texts which speak of the
Anunnaki (this is only their Mesopotamian name’).
The simple fact that a worldwide consensus existed
thousands of years ago, before international
communication or travel was thought to have been
possible, should be enough to stimulate a large-
scale investigation by virtually everyone alive -
since nearly everyone alive has been touched
(indeed man-handled!) by the forces of religion,
politics, and science that are said to have originated
with the “Giants of Old”. Even the bible speaks of
the time when the “giants roamed the Earth”, and
cultures as geographically diverse as Peru and
Greece tell many accounts of these controlling
giants - the Titans - who “came down” to govern the
affairs of man, to use man as a tool in their mission.
In return they would give man the gift of
knowledge; in agriculture, in writing, metallurgy,
astronomy, navigation, and anything else that these
giants thought would mutually benefit both parties.

Some of the Sumerian stories are very
entertaining, especially those concerning the
guestion of the missing link - and the tales of three
of their greatest leaders: Enlil, Enki and their half-
sister Ninharsag - the royalty of the Anunnaki.



It was Enki and Ninharsag who apparently
solved the Anunnaki’s great workforce dilemma: by
taking the genes of primitive man, combining those
genes with their own, and creating a true hybrid
(Cro-Magnon) to help them in their tasks. The
Anunnaki called these hybrid humans “Adama” - a
name which sounds too much like the biblical
“Adam” to be a coincidence. Cro-Magnon’s
incredibly advanced Anunnaki genes put them so
far ahead of their Neanderthal cousins, that the
ensuing survival of the fittest was simply no contest
- Neanderthal was literally wiped from the slate.

And now, with very compelling evidence
concerning the missing link in our minds, we can
move on to the next logical step: Learning from the
many stories of the Anunnaki as much as we can
about our possible heritage from them, and
investigating the many clues as to their immense
scientific understanding - and attempting to
understand those clues for our own scientific and
spiritual edification.



9. The Birth of Religion

According to ancient texts the Anunnaki were
a massively powerful group, with such great
weapons and machines that a single Anunnaki could
destroy a country full of humans in a few days time.
For the most part their intentions were good, and
they did much to help man become more
comfortable and prosperous. But they had their
irritable  moments, and these destructive mood
swings were the leading cause of fear among their
human subjects.

The Gods were much like men (as man was
created in their image),. and so many of them
were susceptible to the power of their own egos;



this was the primary force which sparked the
creation of organized religion in the world of men.

Many of the Anunnaki (of the pantheon of
twelve) desired to be respected by their fellow
“Gods” —but they desired to beorshipped by their
human servantsThis they demanded — and out of
fear and respect for their new masters, humans were
easily brought to their knees.

The Gods loved fine food, alcohol and
pleasures of the flesh. They also loved precious
metals and gems — especially gold. So humans
rushed to the temples to bring such things in great
guantity, accommodating every whim of their
gracious leaders. This was the origin of sacrificial
tithes: burnt offerings of cooked meat, gifts of
jewelry and finery, and the most attractive young
virgins that could be found (for pleasure, never for
killing).

The Gods did not like the company of
common people (they would have been very far
ahead intellectually...), so they sought out the best
and brightest among the humans — to be their liaison
between the two groups. These *“go-betweens”
represented history’s first priests — and after a
certain time, they were the only humans who had
access to the Gods. It was these priests who were
taught directly by the Gods — in various areas of
sacred knowledge — and instructed to pass down



some of the ‘lesser’ knowledge to mankind, in
return for their service.

The priests had the commoners build massive
temples to welcome the Anunnaki when they were
visiting, and as a general direction for people to aim
their reverence. These temples also housed some of
the devices of the Gods — and it was just such
devices that man has tried for millennia to obtain
(or at least to understand).

But even more sought after was the sacred
food and drink of the Gods. As much as the
Anunnaki loved the fine food and drink of the
Earth, they had a much more pure source of
nutrients — known by different groups as manna,
ambrosia, and shewbread, to hame just a few.

And their sacred drink was known as Starfire,
a source of great power to the Anunnaki. These
combinations of elements helped to keep them
healthy, strong and spiritually acute for extended
periods of time; hence any container holding such
substances were also objects of great desire revered
by mortal men. It was this bread and wine of the
Gods that later became known symbolically by the
bread and wine of the Eucharist sacrament of the
Christian world — and which has always been
associated with eternal life.



Today, modern bishops and priests act as a
bridge, or liaison, between man and God - temples
and churches are the places where God resides, and
we are to bring tithes to these places, in respect fo
our deity.

Other great people and cultures have taken the
more important aspects of ancient religion, and
incorporated them into what today is known as
metaphysics. Today, it is not difficult for us to see
all of these various elements having taken root in
the very ancient Middle East (as well as in the
Carpathian mountains...); by comparing the
thousands of pages of Sumerian, Christian, and
occult texts, we can discover the myriad different
connections between all these diverse bodies of
human knowledge. With a diligent eye for the truth,
thousands of golden threads can be sewn between
what is commonly known as legend, and what is
accepted as history.



10. The Number Twelve

The number twelve, along with its multiples
and derivatives, can be seen in so many instances of
modern and ancient life — It is a number begging for
investigation; twelve months in a year, twelve signs
of the zodiac, twelve Gods, the twelve apostles —
these are just a few of the many examples. The
origin of this number’s importance can be readily
seen in the stories of ancient Mesopotamia.

According to ancient tablets, the Anunnaki
brought with them to Earth a great deal of
knowledge concerning astronomy; especially
important to them were the twelve bodies of the
solar system, which includes the nine that we know



as the planets, together with the last planet (which
they called Nibiru), the Sun, and our Moon.

The Anunnaki had apparently lived on the
Earth so long that they had developed a very
detailed understanding of the intricate motions of all
these heavenly bodies — from the perspective of the
Earth — and in relation to the vast blanket of stars
that would already have been quite familiar to them
(the relative positions of the stars would not change
at all from different viewpoints within our solar
system, whereas the apparent positions of the
planets would change dramatically).

They divided the visible skies surrounding the
Earth into 3 belts, and strategically developed the
twelve members of the zodiac. These twelve objects
were seen to coincide directly with many aspects of
the twelve members comprising the royal pantheon
of the Anunnaki. Their relative positions in the
skies played an integral role in much of their
decision making, and the great zodiacal ages were
of major influence over the affairs of Gods and
men.

The Earth has many natural movements, the
two most obvious being: (1) rotation around its own
axis, and (2) rotation around the Sun. But far more
subtle motions were seen as profoundly important —
the most vital of these is now known as precession;
this motion concerns the “wobbling” of the Earth —



how the Earth’s tilt changes over time in relation to
its plane of orbit around the Sun. But the effects are
so subtle that it takes 26,000 years to complete a
single cycle (or ‘great circle’ as it was then known)
The Anunnaki divided this period into twelve
smaller increments, each equaling a little over 2000
years. These smaller periods are called zodiacal
ages — and each age is associated with a different
member of the zodiac, and known as a ‘zodiacal
house’.

The Anunnaki then developed two calendars,
one solar and one lunar (this became the subject of
much debate among the Anunnaki) - the solar
calendar being directly associated with the number
twelve (twelve months). It's easy to see how this
became a huge factor in the lives of humans, the
effects having lasted to this very day.



11. The Vedic Tradition

Certainly among the greatest legends ever
found upon the tablets from the ancient world are
those of the deeply revered Indian Vedas. Dr.
Richard S. Thomson, Cornell graduate and Vedic
scholar, has spent a great deal of time poring
through the massive collection of ancient texts; he
has produced an English translation which is
nothing short of shocking.

Within the many accounts are multiple
descriptions of flying machines, awesome weapons
of destruction, incredible healing technologies, and
tales of a highly advanced race of super-beings.



It is rather obvious to me after comparing the
ancient texts from other lands, that the Vedic Gods,
the Anunnaki, the Egyptian Gods, the Greek Gods,
and the Norse Gods, are all the same group. The
similarities are simply too numerous to explain in
detail, but independent investigation should make it
plainly obvious to the discerning reader.

The great spiritual and mental powers
associated with these Indian Gods were known as
‘Siddhis’ (overwhelmingly similar to the spiritual
‘Sidhé’ powers of the Tuadhe de Anu, the Pict-
sidhés of Caledonia — aka ‘Pixies’, and the Druidhés
of Britain — the Druids). With these powers, the
Vedic Gods could perform a variety of miracles:

Communication through the use of telepathy
(although physical speech was still the standard).

The capability of entering and controlling
another person’s mind and/or body.

Enhanced visual and auditory acuteness, as
well as a spiritual power of observation giving the
capacity for surveillance over great distances.

The ability to move objects from one place
to anotherwithout traversing the space between
them.



Levitation andcounter-levitation(which is
the creation of the forces typically associated with
weight or momentum).

The ability to change bodily forms (by
illusion?) or to render one’s form invisible.

The use of a higher technology for flying,
communications, weaponry, medicine, etc.

Some of these traits and abilities were
supposedly passed on to many of the later
enlightened masters (perhaps because they were
hybrid descendants of the Gods through human
mates, like the pseudo-Anunnaki Napidem in the
Middle East. One interesting study by D.
Melchizidek shows similarities between the
curiously elongated heads of certain representations
of the Gods, specific pharaohs, and one of his own
enlightened masters).

The airships of these Vedic travelers (called
‘vimanas’) were well documented, and are
fascinating to read about. They were said to be
made of indestructible materials — and some carried
weapons which seem, from many descriptions, to be
thermonuclear in nature — with a massively
devastating effect. Some of the descriptions are
apparently quite detailed, giving information as to
stealth and to technological strategies involved in
enemy confrontations (although, like the Anunnaki,



the Vedic Gods were predominantly beneficent
toward their human subjects). It should be recalled
that the Sumerian Goddess Innana was given
control over the Indian territories, making it very
likely that she is directly involved with the Vedas
(under a different local name, of course, but with
nearly identical attributes and epithets).

The Tantric Indian regions are well known for
their mysticism — their knowledge echoes in so
many ways the many forms of esoteric knowledge
spanning the globe. Indian mystics are said to have
used Vedic alchemy to extend their lives, and
mystical concoctions to broaden their minds.

| am continually impressed by the great
personalities spoken of in India, and by the
philosophical emanations from such learned and
compassionate people. There is obviously
something very spiritual going on there — and their
benevolent acceptance of nearly any form of
worship says a lot for the common ethics of their
spiritual leaders. Some of the stories relating to
Indian mysticism are awesome and shocking to the
average mind — education in such matters should
prove to be quite an enlightening venture to any
adventurous reader!



12. Spirituality and Mysticism

Most people are at least vaguely familiar with
some form of popular spirituality — whether in the
form of Sunday church services, or personal
meditation and reflection. But as we move ever
further into the new age of enlightenment, people
are becoming increasingly aware of the many
strange phenomena commonly referred to as ‘the
supernatural’. Psychic connections, telluric forces,
UFOs — the list is long. And nested chaotically
within all of this resides the great enigma of
mystical spirituality.

In the west, Christianity usually refers to
spirituality as any force acted upon the minds of
man by God, allowing man a miniscule ‘feel’ of
God’s greatness — typically in the form of prayer.



Reference to spirituality then flows outward from
there to loosely associate such things as ministry,
biblical study, and charity.

But the broad range of more mystical spiritual
experiences in the lives of billions of people cannot
be confined to such small theological spaces
provided by western religion. Indeed, by name
alone, it would have no physical boundaries
whatsoever. It was precisely this disparity that
eventually lead me to the study of spirituality
through the path of esoteric studies.

Modern mysticism, like everything else, takes
its roots from very ancient sources; but it is one of
the very few areas of knowledge which seems to
have been valiantly saved (somewhat) from the
degradation of time, and from the decadent forces
of powerful men.

For some time, most specifically through the
Dark and Middle Ages, mysticism came under
heavy attack from the Roman church, as mystic
‘theosophy’ passively threatened to take the
churches control of their congregations away from
them. After having developed their own version of
history and religion, the Romans took it upon
themselves to stamp out any remaining form of the
old ways — ways which might shed unwanted light
on the Great Catholic Contradiction.



But with all their evil witch hunting and
Inquisitional murders, the Church could not
possibly eliminate all remnants of such an ancient
heritage. Much survived underground, its adherents
saving the great body of knowledge from the
malignant tumor of the Medieval bishopric — by
hiding all subversive written texts, and by keeping
an oral tradition using secret codes and occult
references to obscure meaning. Using these means,
mystics not only kept themselves alive, but kept the
most sacred body of information safe — in what is
referred by mystics of the last two millennia as the
‘underground stream’. This secret stream of
knowledge contained many different types of
information; from genealogies (human bloodlines
leading back to Anunnaki descent), to histories of
groups of ancient peoples, to methods of divination
and magic, to descriptions of ancient magical
devices. But perhaps the most important of these
forms was the art now known as alchemy.

Throughout modern and ancient history, the
performers of this sacred and arcane art were known
as ‘master craftsmen’, or masters of ‘the craft’.
Alchemy was always associated with a great
knowledge of certain plants, minerals and metals —
and of how to physically and spiritually alter them
to create divine concoctions. Some of the most
important methods were said to take many years to
perfect a single concoction. These final potions — or
elixirs — were then consumed by the artificer, with



the intention that it would make him healthy,
wealthy and wise. Many alchemists sought to
concoct the great ‘elixir of life’, which would

presumably render the drinker immortal.

But for the most part, such potions were
mostly used in occult medicine, and as a means of
opening up the mind of the alchemist to a new
understanding of physical and spiritual reality. Once
this was achieved, the next step was to combine this
new power with the knowledge of the Qabala —
enabling the practitioner to perform various
operations in magic.

The idea of magic is one of the earliest
fantasies of young children, and equally on the
minds of adults who could readily use some extra
power to help set their lives right. But the Catholic
Church never wanted such power to fall into the
hands of common man (or those who might stand
against them) — for then those people could not be
systematically controlled by the papacy. So the
church devised an ingenious strategy to keep people
away from such things. The strategy was aligned
with everything else Catholic, and was based
wholly on fear. Just as the church used fear of
hellfire to keep people in line, they used the fear of
evil sorcery and witchcraft to help condemn the
innocent people who lived by such knowledge.



It is @ common mantra in mysticism that ‘the
art’ is only to be used for the good of mankind —
never in offense or for evil purposes. But since the
occult was an underground movement, the average
person only heard about it through the twisted
sermons of the church — never quite gaining access
to the truth of the matter. They were told that any
contact with a heretic would remove their chances
of eternal life in heaven — and fear of damnation
caused most people to turn in their quietly hermetic
neighbors for the payoff of their own salvation.

But through all this, the truth lived on in
remote corners of the world — and has lead to the
formation and culmination of our current body of
modern mysticism.

Most of what we see in the occult (a word
which simply means ‘hidden’), is in the form of the
Qabala - secret teachings of a deeply spiritual
nature. One of the primary symbols concerning
Qabala is the star of David, which is largely thought
of as a Jewish device — but in the ancient past was
called the ‘Megan Star’ (remember Megan was the
ancient name of Egypt...). Egypt was of course one
of the biggest epicenters of ancient mysticism,
holding one of the greatest cult centers of all time.
During the Christian era this center of learning was
in Alexandria, and the library there held the largest
collection of text in the known world. Eventually it
was burned to the ground by the treacherous



Romans — bringing them a giant step closer to the
abolition of ancient knowledge.

The Star of David is thought of as a six
pointed star, the combination of two equilateral
triangles at opposing angles, one pointing up, the
other down. It's possible that this was also a two
dimensional representation of a three dimensional
object, known as a double tetrahedron. This would
be formed by two tetrahedra (a tetrahedron is a four
sided polygon, or three sided pyramid), inserted into
each other in opposite directions, then rotated 60
degrees. The resulting three dimensional star has
not six points, but eight (six around the perimeter,
one in front and one in back (see Fig. 1 showing my
own interpretation).

There are some ancient texts that speak of
something like this as a great device of magic. Fear
and awe seem to accompany tales of the “great and
terrible eightfold device”. AlImost nothing is known
of it among the general public, but it is thought by
some to be the symbol of all things mystical.

There now seems to be a new scientific field
opening up, called by Richard Hoagland (one of its
greatest adherents and most arduous researchers)
‘hyperdimensional  physics’, and apparently
intimately associated with the double-tetrahedron
(embedded within a sphere, as my illustration
shows...). Hoagland’s models of hyperdimensional



behavious based on tetrahedral physics may
eventually prove to be the greatest discovery of the
modern age.

13. Religion, Science and the Big
Picture

Science and religion have long been racing to
integrate with each other, and they are now
beginning to combine in ways previously unknown
to modern man. Not since the age of the Anunnaki
has man beheld such powerful forces as are being
forged today in modern technology. As many of
these things came directly from ‘the Shining Ones’
(one of the many names for the Anunnaki) in their
own mixture of science and religion (their science
was man’s religion), our own future will likely
contain a mixture of them both in ways truly
fantastic to consider — and hinted at by the various
wise ones in the distant past.



It is thought that one of the biblical prophecies
spoke of a future time when there would be a
‘nation of prophets’ — for if such a substance as
ambrosia ever made its way into every modern
home this is likely what we would begin seeing.
Psychic phenomena might become as commonplace
as television. People might communicate over long
distances with their minds instead of with
telephones. Health care would be easily sustained,
eliminating most sickness and disease using
‘ultimate medicines’. The transportation sector
would cease its reliance on fossil fuels, and switch
to metallic technologies like fuel cells (which
typically uses the noble metal iridium as a critical
catalyst). World hunger might conceivably be
cured, as technology and knowledge of science
launches forward at an exponential pace — and our
body’s reliance on complex food reactions for
energy decreased. We might be able to
communicate with our ancestors and deceased loved
ones, and therefore learn the truth about one of the
greatest of all enigmas — the afterlife. We might be
able to remember our lives previous to this one, in a
natural form of past life regression. And we might
even be able to catch subtle glimpses of the future
to help us along the path to our individual and
combined destinies.

And we might be able to come into contact
with the Gods themselves — not just the Anunnaki,
not just the biblical God, but the many great and



powerful beings alluded to in mystical writings
from around the globe.

Every experience that we have is somehow
important in the great universal scheme, but we as
humans have been continually perplexed as to just
how we and our little lives fit into the big picture.
We are comforted — sometimes falsely so — by the
Western idea that we have been saved on the Earth
by some great entity (‘saviour’), and will be saved
in the next life by God himself. | think that these
ideas, although pleasant to consider, are simply not
aligned with reality as well as modern religious
zealots would like for them to be.

| began life as a Christian, and made a very
intense study of the whole Christian picture —
attending seminary early every weekday morning
before school, and going to church diligently on
Sundays. | don’t know everything there is to know
about Christianity, but the vast amount that | did
learn taught me some great lessons. The basic
Christian lifestyle (and most of the doctrine) is
aesthetically beautiful, and the Christians that kehav
met — and continue to meet — are typically
uncommonly good people with very spiritual
centers. But from a technical viewpoint the average
person has only come halfway to the truth (which is
half good), and are actually being blocked from
further advancement in knowledge (which is half
bad). Many of the things | desired to learn about as



a developing soul were simply off limits to ‘good’
Christians — and since | was a person who wanted to
increase my knowledge in all areas, | knew | simply
could not remain in the ‘normal’ Christian realm.
To this day, some people give me the impression
that I'm studying the wrong things — but since it's
obvious to me that no one knows everything, we
cannot judge anything that we do not know
anything/everything about! The average Christian
knows very little about mysticism, so they should
never tell anyone else not to pursue it. What they
might say instead is “that’s goot,it's helpful to
you'.

Some of the Gnostic gospels and writings
speak of Jesus as he traveled to such places as
Egypt and Tibet, as he was intensely interested in
all matters spiritual. One story relates that while i
Tibet, Jesus was listening to some spiritual music
with an acquaintance, and his acquaintance asked
him how it was that the musician could have such a
deep knowledge of such beauty, while most people
never even come close. Jesus told him that some
people have much older spirits, and have gained
such great experiences in their previous existence
that they exude some of that experience as a deeply
natural understanding and relationship with beauty.

If the story is true it means that Jesus, the
savior of Christianity — Christ himself — believed in



reincarnation (something that the Catholics call a
heresy, and actually killed people for believing in!).

But is it so difficult to concede? | had a group
of experiences when | was quite young which
indicated to me the possibility of past lives:

The experience concerned my youngest sister,
who was 10 or 11 at the time. | was 16 or so, and
was ready — even anxious — for some new deep
revelation. My sister was beginning to wonder for
the first time about the prospects of dieting, and |
told her that | had been studying hypnosis, and that
it might help to curb her appetite for sweets. But as
| was both a curious intellectual and a mischievous
teenager, | took the opportunity to undertake some
strange experiments on my poor little sibling.

The initial hypnosis took quite some time to
perform (this is the most tedious and precarious
period of any hypnotic experiment). But once my
sister began exhibiting the traits of someone in a
full trance, things became much more straight-
forward. | began with my initial plan, and gave her
some post-hypnotic suggestions that she would
remember only subconsciously after awakening.
Mostly, these suggestions were related to her diet —
but | gave her one truly pivotal instruction: from
then on, and at any moment, if she saw me give her
a specific sign, she would fall immediately into a
trance again. This, | observed with great fascination



and excitement, took only a split second to occur
thereafter. | didn't see much success with the
dieting plan, and | became quickly bored with that
line of experimentation. | had been reading about
the subconscious as a profound component in
spiritual awakening, and thought I might open my
own mind — and my sister’s — up to the possibilities.

As these experiments involved my own little
sister —whom | truly did care deeply for — | decided
it would be a good idea if | didn’t lead her too much
in one direction. | would only open the possibility
for such dialog. So one day she came home from
school and approached me in the living room,
asking me to hypnotize her again (I had since
shown her some fascinating illusions while under
trance, and she saw the appeal of a strange kind of
entertainment in the whole thing. She was also
learning about herself and a part of life that most
people never even hear about!). So we decided to go
outside in the backyard where prying eyes couldn’t
see. | gave her the signal, and she slipped easily into
a trance. | began a random line of questioning,
again not so much leading her to past life
regression, but giving her the opportunity to present
it.

My first question:

“Who are you?”



She had the typical faraway gaze.
“I am the ruler,” she responded.
My second question:

“How old are you™?

“l am as old as time itself”.

| was freaking out! This was not only my
ostensibly naive little sister saying these things, but
a 10 year old As this over 20 years ago, | don't
remember very many specifics anymore; butol
remember that this 10 year old was using college
level dialect, and she was speaking with absolute
conviction about being of an extreme old age, and
of being “the ruler” of something (everything?).

| asked her a few more questions, and pretty
quickly pulled her back out (with a similar gesture),
and she immediately became my normal little sister
again. This was pretty big stuff for a teenager and a
pre-teen, so we cooled it off after that (with some
pressure from very worried family members). After
| moved away from home, we never really had the
opportunity to investigate the matter any further.

Mormons believe in what they call the ‘pre-
existence’, and having come from a Mormon
background | always have believed in a pre-



existence as well. The experience with my sister
gave me some confirmation of it. The fact that she
called herself ‘the ruler’ gave me some interesting
thoughts, and those thoughts abided with me ever
since. Now | can relate to it quite a bit more with

my current, more esoterically oriented philosophy.

The more | walk through life, the more | sense
greater meaning in it all. 1 observe others who,
although most of them are likely not thinking along
these lines, are unknowingly helping me to
understand life and its many intricacies. Very
importantly, | analyze myself - and use my own
flow of consciousness and subconsciousness (the
little that | am able to pick up on) to dig very deeply
into the fullest experience of life. And | listen
intently to my beautifully innocent 8 year old
daughter, and hear from her the same questions that
| probably asked my parents at that age: “How big
is the universe? How was it made? Why can’'t we
live forever?”

In my answers to her, | let her know what |
think — but that | really don’t know for sure. | spark
her imagination to think about possibilities that |
have come to imagine: “Whatybuare part of the
God that helped to make the universe?” (She gives
me a look that questions my sanity). “Or what if the
universe was not made by anyone, but just
happened — and we have been waiting for billions of
years to act — and when the perfect moment arrived,



we all (billions of entities) concerted our effortsan
a single brief action, helping life to start.” (Anothe
look). But | can see she is thinking deeply about it.
Then she says, “Whenever | think about forever, |
get dizzy”. Wow — perfect!

| am beginning to realize that of the many
spirit entities that exist and are observing our lives,
many of them want to help us - and have a much
deeper insight about life (as they are capable of
seeing things down to the subatomic level, all the
way up to the cosmological one’), but they can exert
only the tiniest amount of force, especially physical.
So they wait until the very best moment to do so,
then concentrate all their effort - and all to allosy
to sense the smallest, most subtle feeling. That's
why we need to constantly stay in tune with
spiritual things, so we don’t miss any such
messages’.

So what about life after death, and what are all
these spirits doing, just hanging around floating
about? | think their job is to observe life, act
whenever appropriate, and wait for the opportune
time to start another life (by entering a fetus which
has developed a month or two). So after we die, we
can look forward to helping out our children, our
families and friends, or anyone who we naturally
relate to who can pick up on our messages. And
after our families and friends have passed through —
and we have no more loved ones who need our help
— we can look for a new life to begin, one with the



right kind of physical characteristics to help keep
the plan progressing.

And that’s the truly big question: What is the
“big picture”, the master plan? | think the plan was
made long before physical life began in the
universe. It took nearly 10 billion years after the big
bang for the solar system to develop enough for
physical life to begin. It seems to me that, as
spiritual entities, we were either born out of the big
bang, or were somehow capable of escaping the
previous big crunch (this stems from what is called
the ‘oscillating universe theory: the universe
expands, then it's own gravity pulls it back together,
then it gets so tight it explodes again — ad
infinitum), giving us the possibility of eternal life.
But as difficult as it would be to escape such a
cosmic episode, it seems more likely that even spirit
entities are periodically integrated into the
singularity (I still remain hopeful that a way around
it can be found!).

Anyway, the master plan should be at least
somewhat similar to that of us Earth dwelling
creatures, and that brings to light the matter of
control.

Our motive is happiness, and we use the
control of our environment — our surroundings — to
help us maintain happiness; to learn, to set us up for
the future. So think about this type of idea, but on a



universal scale: a plan to achieve the greatest
amount of joy possible by collectively controlling
the whole universe! Of course this is the greatest
feat conceivable, and if the universe is oscillating —
and we know that the only way to escape the big
crunch is by somehow wrestling control away from
chaos — and by this critical degree of control we are
capable of attaining eternal life — this is a
philosophical prospect worth pursuing!

In this life we start out with very little control
Then, little by little, we attain more and more
independence — and by gaining knowledge, we learn
subtle ways of controlling at least the course of
certain moments. Our goal is to grow up and own a
huge company, or to be a leader of some group.
Why? Control. Not always for selfish reasons
(although this is a very popular motive!). But also to
create a more livable environment, to help our
families and friends gain greater comfort and
control, or even as a community effort toward
mutual happiness (which to me is what it's all
about).

After that the next goal is usually retirement,
where we desire absolute autonomy (control over
our own lives), independence (control over our
immediate environment), and respect (control over
our community, again only for the right reasons). |
can see these motives applying equally to the spirit
realm (as far as | can see — which actually isn’t that



far — but it's worth a try!), where everyone wants to
prosper and be happy.

So in a nutshell, I think this is theoretically the
beginning of a new theosophical paradigm:
combining all of the reasonable knowledge from
our history — throwing out the trash — developing
new knowledge, and then synthesizing it all into
‘the next step’. But a lot of damage has been done,
and consequently part of the next step is repair: Re-
education of the masses, governmental help in the
distribution (hence socialization) of new, more
‘spiritual’ technologies and ideas, abolition of
private and corporate endeavors to control such
technologies, and the most difficult prospect of
them all — a global shift toward decreasing average
working hours, decreasing costs of living, and thus
increasing the ‘spirituality’ of all future life’

The good news is: for those who are actively
seeking peace, love and understanding — to those it
shall come!



14. The Ultimate Marriage

| have always thought, even as a boy, that
science and religion are ideally 100% compatible,
and | have been continually on the lookout for any
indications such connectivity. 1 have since made
some phenomenal discoveries.

Modern scientists in some very prestigious
places are beginning to study computerized models
of gravitational and geological forces in celestial
spheres (as well as the Earth), and have found that
the visual representation of these great forces looks
identical to the eight pointed star previously
mentioned (the double tetrahedron). Imagine the
outer sphere of a planet (its surface), enclosing such
a star-shape so that the points of the star just touch
the surface of the sphere, and the north and south
poles are aligned with the top and bottom points.
Around the perimeter of the sphere falls the other
six points, and they are aligned at precise locations
relative to that body’s equator — always at 19.5



degrees away from the central equator (3 of the
points north and 3 south — review Fig. 1).

Within the general proximity of each of these
points are the predictable locations of a mysterious
energy flux — the magnitude of which seems to be
directly proportional to both the mass of the body
and the speed of its rotation.

Not much is known about these fluxes, but
physically they can be observed in the great red spot
on Jupiter (which is a giant hurricane larger than the
Earth), the Sun’s dark spots, and the Bermuda
Triangle. Also, one of the largest volcanoes on
Earth is located in Hawaii — all of these locations lie
very close to 19.5 degrees north/south longitude on
their respective spheres.

Other manifestations of this flux exist in the
form of telluric forces — these are special unseen
energy channels, or vortices, which seem to be
focused within certain areas. These forces are
different from the physical or electromagnetic
forces seen in such locations, and can be felt by
people of a spiritual persuasion. They are known to
exist in many locations around the globe: such
locations are said to be active in spiritual energy,
where there is a more natural flow between the
physical and spiritual planes of existence — thus
enhancing such phenomena as communication with



the dead (implying they are not dead!), and other
forms of energy channeling.

And as these six points are considered
‘upwellings’ of energy, conversely are the two north
and south points considered areas of massive influx
— likely creating a cyclic system.

It is also theorized that, although these eight
points are the major ones, there are many smaller
ones — in mathematically calculable positions
relative to the primary centers. The energy levels
here can still be quite strong compared to inactive
areas. It is thought that some of these areas were
chosen by early wise men as locations for sacred
temples and holy places. The druids of ancient
Europe were said to be particularly sensitive to such
forces, and would gravitate to them — as they
attempted to keep their lives in strict spiritual
alignment with the universe.

Technology is not quite to the point of being
sensitive to actual spiritual energy, but scientists are
just now beginning to stumble across the first steps
to reaching this goal. Some of the initial work,
mathematical deduction and prediction, are noted
above. But an equally — perhaps even more
fascinating discovery — is coming to us from
particle physics research facilities and advanced
metallurgical laboratories.



The study of metals goes back to biblical
times, and metalworkers of ancient times were
heralded as masters of knowledge. In the Old
Testament, it is indicated that Moses turned gold
into powder, and “strew(ed) it upon the water”. He
then fed it to the Israelites, and it apparently
sustained them for 40 years.

Alchemy has much to do with the noble
metals, the principal one being gold — a metal which
has always been associated with the Gods. But now,
in the modern laboratories of the technological age,
modern man is beginning to discover for himself
just why this might be.

I'm referring to the recent discovery that
monatomic elements — elements existing as a single
atom (rather than in atomic clusters, as is noforal
most matter) — tend to behave differently than their
bonded counterparts. The most studied of these
monatomic elements is gold, with the other
platinum group metals close behind. Some of the
professed properties of monatomic gold simply
boggle the mind.

The first proposed property is that of room
temperature superconductivity, which is profound
enough in itself. Room temperature
superconductivity is considered the holy grail of
electronics and magnetism, and is expected to
revolutionize future technology.



But the most fascinating property cannot be
explained in normal technological terms, because it
is so far removed from normal physics as to cause
scientists to stutter. When the subject sample,
consisting of a powdery collection of monatomic
gold atoms which are not bonded together
chemically, is heated and cooled in alternating
cycles, it changes its weight from 5/8ths normal
metallic gold weight toless than nothing This
means that it is levitating! And in this altered state,
the substance has been known to disappear from
sight, then return again some time later. It doesn’t
exactly become invisible, but is said to have been
transferred t@nother dimensianAt certain times in
the cycle, it is said to coexist within the two planes,
and this is why some researchers say that the
substance weighs 5/8ths what it normally weighs
when in its metallic form. The other 3/8ths of its
weight is said to be existing in the other dimension.

Obviously, the implications of these findings
are truly staggering, and may well indicate the dawn
of the ‘real’ space age — the space age seen in sci-fi
movies. But more importantly, it may mark the
dawning of the age of enlightenment for all people,
as this substance has been known for millennia by
many other names as the food of the Gods.

| have already named three ancient names of
such legendary substances: The Israelites called it
‘manna’, the Greeks ‘ambrosia’ and ‘golden fleece’,



and the Egyptians called it ‘shewbread’. In India,
one similar substance was called ‘Makaradhwaj'. In
medieval Spain it was “the Fountain of Youth”, and
in England it was ‘the Holy Grail’, ‘Lapsit Exiler’,
and ‘Potable Gold'.

Has science discovered the Holy Grail of
legend? It appears from all my studies that this is
the first time in the history of man that the method
of making one form of the sacred manna has been
stumbled upon without any ancient guidance

(apparently..).

Yet there is great danger inherent in such a
massive discovery. For thousands of years this
secret was guarded by the wisest men of their age,
so that evil men could not use such power to
practice unrighteous dominion over the week. But
now with modern technology under the jurisdiction
of massive corporations and governments, it is
extremely likely that it will be exploited in the most
capitalistic of ways — for the greatest profit humanly
possible. This means that the corporate superpowers
will attempt to keep it a trade secret, out of the
hands of the average person — and this would be a
terrible abuse of power. It is interesting to note that
much of the noble metals on the market are
currently being bought up by small, very powerful
groups.



This may be the reason we are now seeing a
role reversal in the esoteric community — a 180
degree turnaround. Whereas once the secret was
guarded at all costs, now it is being slowly but
purposefully released into the public domain —
apparently since the greedy business types have
found it. By public propagation it will eventually
fall within earshot of much of the population, so
that the business sector will not have a monopoly on
such power.

Soon we will begin to see a new form on the
horizon — that form is our own self-empowerment
through the combination of science and religion.
Once every person attains such self empowerment —
in combination with a good moral code — then true
democracy and peace will eventually follow.



15. The Holy Grall

Probably the most enigmatic legend since the
Christian era is the Holy Grail. Some say it is the
cup that Jesus used during the last supper, which
later caught his blood as he hung from the cross.
Others say it is an object which holds the promise of
eternal life for those who drink from it. But as
usual, it becomes advantageous at some point to
separate fact from fantasy — truth from myth.

Sir Laurence Gardner, in his many published
works, refers to the Holy Grail as something quite
different — not really an object at all. He is a
professional genealogist and member of many royal
societies — and as such has been performing



genealogical services for members of various royal
houses for many years. With his privileged access
to such information, he has amassed a great deal of
knowledge about ancient bloodlines. Gardner
claims that the Holy Grail is a symbol for the most
important genealogical bloodlines in the history of
mankind. What he is referring to is the bloodline of
the Anunnaki.

As the Anunnaki were likely on the Earth for
tens of thousands of years (even in the Old
Testament, as the ‘Nephilim’) and mated with
multiple humans, then we should have multiple
bloodlines as a result. It is the children of these
matings that are of interest to seekers of the Holy
Grail, as those children would have represented a
lineage of great power in the world of humans — a
lineage mixing Anunnaki traits with human traits.

It has been said that one of those lines led
down to Jesus himself, one of the ‘offspring of the
Gods’ (aka “the Son of God”) — and furthermore
that his line was continued (via Mary Magdalene)
giving rise to the Fisher Kings and del Acqgs
(meaning “of the waters”) of early France. These
familites in turn engendered the great Merovingian
Kings, from which group Emperor Charlemagne
descended (although he is considered a Carolingian
through his father, his mother was of the del Acq
bloodline — and as Charlemagne then married



Frastrada, another Grail queen of del Acq heritage,
his own line became one of the greats again.

Among the greatest lines of all was that of the
Tuadhe d’Anu, a Scythian warrior caste who are
said to have come out of the Carpathian regions of
Transylvania in the second millennia BC, very close
to the time of Moses. One of their great princes,
Niul, married Egyptian Pharaoh Smenkhkare’s
daughter, Princess Merytaten-tasherit, who is now
thought of as the first queen of the Scots. (I find it
very interesting that the oldest writing ever
discovered in the world, so far, was found in
Transylvania!).

No doubt the main reason that Scots royal
heritage is so admired is because of this Egyptian-
Scythian connection. It is well known that many of
the Pharaohs were considered descendants of the
Gods. The Scythian Tuadhe d’Anu were also among
the most revered of their time — and it is from them
that many of the legends of elves, fairies and pixies
arose. They were such a great and spiritual people
that a name was given to their immense spiritual
powers, called ‘sidhé’ (pronounced ‘she’). It is from
them that the Pict-sidhés of Pictish Caledonia were
descended (‘pixies’).

In ancient Britain, one who descended from
the sacred bloodline of the Gods was called an
‘Aelf (or ‘EIf). The Anunnaki, whom they



descended from (the original elves) were described
often as the ‘Shining Ones’ and ‘the Fair Ones’ (aka
‘fairies’). And the mystical Druidhés are mostly
remembered as the druids. All of these groups were
heralded as the greatest seers, healers and magicians
of their time — and their services were sought out far
and wide when trouble arose.

The people of these groups were among the
most spiritual people ever known, and although
their bloodlines were despised by the Catholic
hierarchy, everyone wanted to be related to them —
however distant — as these were regarded as the
ultimate highborn people. Some wealthy aristocrats
were even paying genealogists for bending the facts
in favor of their genealogical heritage from these
legendary groups!

Obviously the further back one goes in time,
the more difficult it is to check the accuracy of
different accounts — there simply becomes no such
thing as proof. It is only after reading thousands of
pages and comparing them all together that one
begins to get a ‘feel’ for history — casting out things
that don’t ‘jive’, and warming up to other things
that simply ‘ring true’. It took me quite some time
to warm up to the story of the Anunnaki and the
Holy Grail — but the sheer abundance of material
coming to light recently (and being combined by
different people) has made it easier to see some big
patterns emerging through history. And to me the



biggest patterns are those found in religion, and in
the stories of the Gods and their descendants.



16. The Serpent Tradition

Throughout the world, from the most ancient
times until now, there have been some truly lasting
legends of serpentine tradition. The most famous
are the dragons of China and those of the Arthurian
style tales — the creatures are variously depicted,
continually changing sides between good and evil.

But in the more ancient traditions the serpent
was the most venerated of all figures, as it was the
universal symbol of wisdom and knowledge. In
Mesopotamia and Egypt this symbol was embodied
by the sacred ‘Mus-hus’, a crocodile whose oil was
used to anoint the kings and pharaohs (this is likely
the origin for the word ‘Messiah’, meaning
‘anointed one’). The Egyptians also revered the
snake — and it was Moses and his brother Aaron



who, when approaching the Pharaoh about the
release of the Israelite captives, supposedly turned a
staff into a serpent (the biblical text is more likely
figurative then literal...).

South Americans worshiped the winged,
feathered serpent Quetzalcoatl, who passed down to
them the sacred knowledge of the stars. In Peru,
Machu Pichu features what appears to be a massive
crocodile sitting on top of its prominent ridge — and
from a distance, it becomes the most dominant
feature of this enigmatic place.

The Greeks looked up to their God of science,
Hermes, and his caduceus was depicted as a staff
with 2 serpents coiled around it. This symbol has
since become the modern symbol of medicine.

The aforementioned Chinese dragon has been
revered in the orient for thousands of years as the
bringer of wisdom and good fortune, and is figured
prominently in Eastern artwork.

The famous Pendragon Kings of Britain are
symbolized by the dragon (‘draco’ is the Latin
derivative, meaning ‘serpent’).

It has been argued that virtually all of these
examples trace their origins back to the most wise
and knowledgeable serpents of all — the great
Anunnaki leader Enki and his son Thoth. They are



said to have given the gift of science and knowledge
to mankind, and to even have saved mankind from
destruction. Enki can be readily seen in the bible as
the wise serpent in the Garden of Eden — who is
typically frowned upon by Christians, but who was
the only one who told Eve about the true benefits of
partaking of the sacred fruit.

After Enki’'s son Thoth was exiled from Egypt
by his conniving brother, Marduk, Thoth traveled
around a bit — possibly going to Anatolia (modern
Turkey, where most of the Greek legends
originated) and taking on the local name of Hermes.
He may have then gone on to Peru, keeping his
epithet as the great winged serpent (dragon) — but in
their language he would have been called
Quetzalcoatl!

In the Gnostic tradition (gnosis = knowledge),
all forms of knowledge are seen as a means to
gaining wisdom. It isscientific wisdom combined
with spirituality which has always brought man to
his higher, most transcendental state.



17. The Great Flood and the People
of Mu

Virtually everyone who watches TV these
days has heard of the myth of Atlantis, and there is
even a full feature children’s movie with the same
name and subject matter. But few people know
about the growing evidence of two other ancient
lands of the world, all of which were evidently
swallowed up in a great, worldwide flood.

Geologists have learned a great deal about the
many forces on and within the Earth, including the
continual motions of the tectonic plates comprising
our planet’s mantle which, since it is typically only
25 miles thick, is always in chaotic flux. It is these
tectonic forces which cause mountains to grow from
flat lands (where two or three plate edges meet), and
pushed by unstoppable power, are thrust into more
elevated positions until the motion ceases. It is the
same forces that cause islands to pop out of the
oceans (really just underwater mountains), and



force whole continents to slowly push up or down —
taking some out of the water, but leaving others to
sink deep into the sea.

But there is quite a different force which,
evidenced from the many ancient stories, can cover
nearly the whole Earth in a deadly blanket of water
— and far more suddenly than the meandering forces
beneath the surface. What apparently causes these
devastating events is the warming and cooling
cycles of the Earth. These cycles are typicallyyver
gradual, but sometimes can be launched forward
very abruptly, culminating in what some scientists
call an ‘avalanche effect’. This can occur after a
slow buildup reaches a critical level, eventually
releasing a massive amount of energy all at once.

This is what some are saying was the possible
cause of the great flood that seems to appear in the
most ancient stories from around the globe. Many
scientists and scholars agree that around 13,000
years ago (circa 11,000 BC.), the last ice age was
still in effect, and certain dynamics were causing
some instability in the glacial Antarctic regions near
the southern pole. Trillions of tons of ice and snow
had built up along the coastline, and was literally
hovering above the waters. Suddenly the moment
arrived when the massive wall could no longer
support its own weight, and it plummeted all at once
into the Antarctic Sea. This sudden release of
energy in one location was greater than the force of



a thousand thermonuclear detonations, and caused
massive tsunamis which reverberated up and down
the worlds coastlines, destroying all coastal lands
and peoples in a very short time. The initial
dumping of the Antarctic ice was enough to raise
the world’s sea levels by a tiny amount — but the
ensuing raging waters then melted even more ice
and snow, causing an even greater elevation of
water. The effect, as is evident in all of the ancient
accounts, was that of total devastation in a singular
period of catastrophic global flooding.

One South American tale speaks of a few
people who, having fled to the highest mountain-
top, were spared their lives and were forced to
watch in horror as all the lands around them were
swallowed by the angry ocean. They spent a long
time stranded, probably eating only fish and
whatever else floated their way. After a painful
duration the waters began to recede — and little by
little the people were allowed to expand their
territories once again. After some time of re-
settling, they would begin to recount the episode to
their children, thus starting one oral tradition of
many.

The tablets from Mesopotamia also speak of a
flood, and even say that the Anunnaki went to the
southern regions of the globe to investigate the
possible problem. Having discovered the unstable
ice mass when they arrived, they prepared to leave



Earth until the problem was over. The same stories
recount a tale virtually identical to the biblical

account of Noah (except the hero was named
‘Zeusudra’, and there is little mention of animals).
In Babylonian tales, the hero of the flood was
‘Upnapishtim’.

The legend of Atlantis, coming to us from the
writings of Plato, speaks of an ancient culture
whose earthly time is said to have culminated in a
great destructive moment — a cataclysm which
pulled Atlantis quickly into the sea. The land and
culture — as indicated by its name — was said to exist
in or near the Atlantic ocean, where there is now
only open seas.

Another legend is that of Lemuria. Its name
has the same roots as that of the striped tail lemur, a
small animal which now is indigenous to such small
tropical regions as Madagascar. But in northeastern
Europe, on the steps of Russia, a very interesting
find was uncovered consisting of a small group of
about 5 people, probably dating back to before
5,000 BC. The most surprising aspect of the find
was that these ancient people were sporting tattoos
of the striped tail lemur — in Russia! (Curiously,
they were also wearing clothing that is familiar to
us as Scottish kilts, complete with plaid design!)

But among the many records of ancient people
throughout the world, there exists a small group of



records that are among the most amazing of all. One
tablet came to the attention of the west through a
British Colonel named James Churchward. Shortly
after the mutiny of 1857 he took a leave of absence,
continuing on in India. There he met an elderly
Rishi, and after some time they took a liking to each
other. The Rishi began to teach the Colonel how to
decipher some of the ancient Indian texts that he
had long been charged with overseeing, and the old
wise man finally confided in the young Churchward
that he was the protector of one of the oldest
documents in the world.

It was in the form of some very old and
dilapidated clay tablets, now known as the Naacal
record. After years of research and with the help of
the Rishi, a startling picture began to unfold in the
Colonel's mind. It concerned an ancient civilization
once known as ‘Mu’, which existed in a land of the
same name some 35,000 years ago. The land was
said to be of a massive form in the Pacific stretching
all the way from Hawaii down to the Fijis and
Easter Island, generally separated into three major
sections. Its abrupt end was apparently caused by
the same cataclysmic event found in nearly every
other ancient body of text worldwide. But equally
important was the text concerning the civilization
itself.

Other ancient writings of Mu included the
‘Maya Manuscript’ (which contains the ‘Codex



Cortesianus’), the ‘Troano manuscrip’, the ‘Easter
Island Tablet’, and the ‘Lhasa Record’. It was

claimed in these writings that Mu was the greatest
civilization the world had ever known, and was

hence the epicenter of world culture and knowledge.
They possessed many different aspects familiar to
modern society; centralized government, planned
architecture, an advanced textile industry, fantastic
jewelry, and scientific navigation. One of their great

emperors was named ‘Ra Mu’ (which is distinctly

Egyptian sounding), who was said to be the
guardian of the ‘Empire of the Sun’. Churchward

states that Mu spawned the Egyptian culture — and
having studied the Egyptian Temple Scroll

(commonly called the ‘Book of the Dead’), he cites

many strong connections (which also seem to
include many connections to the land of Sumer as
well, although it was too early for Churchward to

know this).

There was a symbol found — thought to be the
royal insignia, or escutcheon, of Mu — and it
consists of a combination of interesting smaller
symbols, most of which have separately been found
elsewhere throughout the world (see fig. 2). In the
center is a ‘+’ symbol, which has been seen to be
the universal symbol for the Earth (among other
possible meanings...). Around it is an eight pointed
star, which is mostly familiar as the eight directions
of a navigational compass — with the four corners of
the Earth and the four mid-points. This also can be



seen as a symbol of the Sun, which was a focal
point of their admiration. And surrounding the
whole is a stylized rendering of the letter ‘M.

On authority of the Troano manuscript, the
last king of Mu was named ‘Can’, and ruled over 10
tribes dispersed throughout 7 cities (The name Can
has been discovered in the Middle East and in the
Americas, and is familiar in the biblical ‘Cain’ and
the land of Caanan).

There is a place in the Oregon desert called
fossil lake, which contains a huge assortment of
fossilized remains dating back to well before the
tertiary period of the Earth.

Alongside these fossils is a wide palette of
ancient cliff writings, and among the many
pictographs are various depictions, including that of
a serpent, the ‘+’ symbol, the eight pointed star or
Sun, and one pictorial which has been interpreted as
representing ‘Can’. It is conceivable that at this
longitude, some of the land may have been spared
the full blow of the world flooding (the force
apparently having originated at the South Pole), and
that the indigenous populations there may be
remnants from the Pacific’s northern colonies of
Mu. It is also very intriguing that some of the North
American Indians have an oral tradition speaking of
the five ages of man, extending far back into the
mists of time.

One thing that should be mentioned is that,
since world climate is largely controlled by
complex oceanic currents, and since these currents
were dramatically changed by the flooding, the
Earth’s climate began an immediate shift toward a
warmer state. After the relatively short lived
madness of the cataclysm, the world found a much
more comfortable existence in the ensuing warmth.



Although the collection of ancient information
in the world is somewhat sparse, we have been able
to interpret quite a few things using the logical
power of extrapolation and comparative deduction.
One such element concerns the religious writings of
Mu. It states that in the beginning there was a great
serpent with seven heads, which out of the chaos
created all things. This is very similar to the genesis
tablets from ancient Babylon — a fact that further
indicates a modern heritage from such distant
sources.



18. Stones of Splendor

Throughout the long ages of man, and among
the myriad writings of the ancient scribes, there is a
tangled web of references to sacred stones. Some of
the stones are large, some are small, some sound
like gemstones, and some don’t sound like stones at
all. These various references still remain possibly
the most enigmatic group of writings of all ancient
texts. When all of the separate stories are thrown
together, however, they begin to make some eerie
kind of sense.

Although  many different stones are
mentioned, they seem to fall within just a few
categories. One of the reasons the Ark of the



Covenant has been so highly esteemed and sought
after is that it is said to have contained or to have
been directly associated with (through the
breastplate which presumably accompanied the
Ark) all three types of stones mentioned below:

The first category consists of small portable
sized stones, each of which could be held with one
or two hands. Their descriptions are magnificent,
and some of their properties included the capability
to cut through any material as if it was butter
(including massive rocks), the ability to produce
such a quantity of light that whole armies could be
blinded in an instant, the power to levitate and carry
huge objects, the power to navigate the open seas
without fear of being lost, and the power to
communicate over thousands of miles. It is said that
Noah was given one or more glowing stone(s), to
help him ‘see’ in the darkness of his journey (They
could have been for navigational purposes, light
giving purposes, or even give psychic powers).

The second general category involved what
was most commonly referred to as ‘oracles’, but
were also termed ‘ombligos’ (meaning ‘umbilical’)
or ‘omphalos’ (‘'navel’ or ‘origin’). They often took
the physical shape of an obelisk, or a conical or
pyramidal shape — and they are typically seen to
have had one function: communication. They were
said to provide communication with the heavens —
with the Gods. If there was another oracle stone in



some faraway land, then the individuals from the
two lands could communicate together, regardless
of the distance. They were also termed ‘whispering
stones’, and ‘stones of splendor’. Even the bible
speaks of the powerful ‘seeing stones’, and
admonishes us to fear them. They are typically
associated with the great temples of the Gods —
most specifically Baalbek (northern Heliopolis, or

‘beth Shemesh’), and On (southern Heliopolis, also
called ‘beth Shemesh’, meaning ‘house of

Shamash’, the God).

The third and final category contained the
healing stones. These are the ones that do not seem
like stones at all, except if you consider a stone
ground into fine powder. This is seen by some as
none other than the great alchemical Philosopher’s
Stone, the aforementioned food of the Gods — the
‘bread’ of the original sacrament. Alchemists call it
a ‘stone’ because they say that once it is created it
cannot be un-made, thus it has the un-corruptibility
and fixed nature of stone. It was said that this stone
could cure any disease, make the body stronger, and
possibly extend normal lifespans.

But the most important aspect of this stone is
of a spiritual nature: It is said that a person wheg eat
nothing but this sacrament for 40 days (with water),
will discover God and all things spiritual. This is the
true alchemist’s goal — and this is why they slave
day and night in great privacy, over their flasks and



fires: they are attempting to use science to shake
hands with God!



19. Monuments of the Gods

Of the many places in the world where one
can see examples of ancient architecture and the
building techniques of our distant predecessors,
there are a few which demand re-classification, as
many people simply can’t believe that they were
fashioned by the hands of men, but instead by the
Gods themselves.

The first such place, and most obvious due to
its popularity, is Giza, just west of the Egyptian
Nile. Although there are literally hundreds of
pyramids in Egypt, the two great Giza pyramids are
in a class by themselves. Not only are they the
largest pyramids ever discovered in the world, but



they are also the only ones successfully built with
an angle of 52 degrees (It is apparent that one
smaller pyramid in Egypt started off at such an
angle, but when it was halfway done it began to
collapse because of the builder’s lack of technical
know-how — apparently the builders decided
midway to finish with a much safer angle).

There are over 2 million stone blocks used in
the greatest of the Giza pyramids, and they all had
to be imported from some distant quarry. The
immense weight of the blocks (the largest ones
weigh 200 tons!) — combined with the steep angle
of construction — has given modern engineers quite
a puzzle to solve: How did they do it? Many have
said that the task would be nearly insurmountable
today, even with modern engineering and
equipment!

It has been generally accepted that the great
pyramid was built by Pharaoh Khufu (Cheops) of
the Fourth Dynasty (circa 2,000 BC), but this is
now becoming heavily debated by a new breed of
researchers who, armed with their bundles of
ancient papyri, claim that the two great pyramids —
along with the Sphinx — were written about and
depicted long before the romantic dynasties of
Egypt ever arose. Another convincing argument
concerns advanced water erosion at the base of the
Sphinx, indicating a very ancient origin indeed. All
of the recent arguments — when taken together —



seem to give a more likely time period of between
the 8" and 18' millennia, some say even older.
Some would suggest that this takes Giza out of the
realm of civilized man, placing it into the realm of
the Anunnaki. The Giza site is locatprecicelyon

the 30" parallel (30 degrees north of the equator),
with the Sphinx gazing due east. This means that
the Sphinx is pointing a beeline along the™30
parallel through the other major ancient locations
that were sitting directly on that line: Eridu,
Persepolis, Harappa, and Lhasa. It is also along this
line, at a great distance, that another sphinx was
said to have existed in times ancient even to the
Pharaohs, staring back at its Egyptian sister!

The next such building site rests in Lebanon,
off the eastern shore of the Mediterranean Sea —
high up in the Cedar Mountains. It is called
Baalbek, and although it is not well known it
remains one of the greatest structures ever built.
Baalbek was a feature in some of the Sumerian
stories of the Anunnaki, but the mass of its
components can probably be appreciated far better
from more recent illustrations. In 1751 the artist
James Dawkins visited the ruins and made some
precision drawings of the structure — placing people
in the drawings to give a sense of the immensity of
some of the stones. Baalbek is said to house the
largest stones in world architecture, with blotike
times heavier than those in the Giza pyrami@s$!
all the massive blocks, there are four which seem to



blatantly defy intuitive logic. Three of them weigh
around one thousand tons eacland have been
placed high above the ground (!) on top of the
massive columns. The fourth stone, lying next to the
site and sticking halfway out of the ground, has
been conservatively estimated aver twelve
hundred tons)And all of these stones were quarried
some distance away and had to be carried over
treacherous landscape to the site. Even today, there
is not a single machine that could pick up such a
stone block, much less carry it around over
mountainous terrain, and place it high overhead!
Other smaller stones — though still cripplingly
immense — still hover over the tops of the six
massive pillars, nearly a hundred feet high! And if
this is not enough, the age of the structure is thought
to go backover ten thousand yeardlithough this
cannot be proven (the complete structure is
inorganic), local legend says that Adam’s son Cain,
in a fit of madness after having been exiled for
killing his brother, came to the Cedar Mountains to
build the great structure, and dedicated it to his son
Enoch. In the legend, Cain enlists the help of
‘giants’ to build and to guard the sacred place.
These guardians are said to have been immense, and
to have had beams of light shooting out of their
heads.

The most popular rendering of Baalbek comes
to us from the Epic of Gilgamesh, as the hero made
his mighty effort to gain entrance into one of the



houses of the Gods. The legend is of Sumerian
origin, and says that Gilgamesh must somehow
either defeat or make it past the great mechanical
giant who guards beth-Shemesh — and to beware the
beams of light that are the giant’s deadly weapon.
Gilgamesh finally makes it through — and because
of his pains and his noble birth, the hero is allowed
to speak with Zeusudra (the hero of the great flood
in Sumerian accounts) about how Gilgamesh can
attain eternal life. The story is full of eye opening
details, and should be read by anyone who is on a
quest for knowledge.

The third location of profound fashioning is in
South America, in the ancient Peruvian city of
Cuzco. High up in the Andes, this ancient city and
it's surroundings leave many question marks in the
minds of it's myriad visitors — including those of
renown scholars from around the world. One aspect
which is similar to the above sites is the use chsu
massive stones that modern scientists simply cannot
conceive of the technology used to accomplish such
liting and hauling by ancient peoples - especially
by a group who had no known tools, and ostensibly
had no written language!

Local legend persists that the cyclopean-like
structures (of Cuzco, Teahuanacu, and Machu
Picchu) were built by giants who came down from
the sky, and in only a day's time. Some of the
stones are estimated to weigh over 100 tons and had



to be carried from a distant quarry, across steep
mountains! The marvelous way that the stones have
been cut and dressed — with a precision and
structural complexity that defies all that we know of

the Incas — adds to the profound mystery. When
archeologists found the suspect quarry site many
miles away, they were absolutely dumbfounded.

The site contained shocking evidence of a quarrying
technology equal to — possibly greater than —
modern quarrying technology, with negative cutouts
of very futuristic shapes, very complex — and cut

with such eerie precision that it reeks of ‘extra-

cultural’ assistance!

And adding to the overall enigma is the
famous area around Nazca, which contains an
ancient gridwork of hundreds of miles of perfectly
straight lines, dramatically evident from the skies.
Many people speak of them as alien landing strips,
used by the Gods in the deep past to carry out their
arcane missions. (This is reminiscent of Captain
Bruce Cathie’s work, and his assembling of a model
of a worldwide grid that he discovered as a
seasoned pilot).

The area around Lake Titicaca (near Cuzco)
seems to have been quite a mining center in Inca
times (likely some time before), with evidence of
copper and tin ores in abundance. It is by mixing
copper and tin that one creates bronze — this was a
truly high technology in ancient times, one that the



world was very hungry for (when one considers
only the complexities of refining tin alone, the
further feat of bronze smelting becomes simply
awesome — many scientists are amazed and
confounded that the bronze age began so early
throughout the world, so close to the apparent
beginnings of culture itself).

It is my opinion that an in-depth analysis of
these three locations alone (Giza, Baalbek and
Cuzco) provides enough information to toss
standardized anthropology out the window
completely — and leaving conventional history,
religion and science in serious disarray as well. And
with all of the other intriguing possibilities
presented within these pages, it becomes evident
that an information revolution has been brewing for
guite some time, and that our current culture seems
to be precisely the one that will eventually bring
such change to pass.

Interestingly, the Peruvian twin peaks are very
similar to the Ararat mountains of Syria, where the
Anunnaki are said to have landed. And Ninharsag,
the great Anunnaki princess, was said to reside on
one of the twin peaks of the Sinai Peninsula. The
Giza pyramids can be seen as immense artificial
twin peaks which dominate the Egyptian horizon.

With this in mind, combined with all the other
myriad data, it seems evident that the Anunnaki



may have used various twin peaks as flying
beacons, or even simply as massive landmarks
indicating their presence.



20.Western Mysticism and the

Knights Templar

As mysticism has been around for thousands
of years, it seems logical that its knowledge would
have been dispersed throughout most of society. But
the opposite is actually the case, and the mere
mention of the occult in the West can bring some
pretty cold stares. Because of the murderous
Catholic Inquisition and bloody Roman domination,
mysticism was forced to take the underground path
— hence it became known as the occult (‘hidden’).

Most of the trouble began in Jerusalem, first by
the invading Babylonians (under  King
Nebuchadnezzar, circa 600 BC), then by the
occupying Romans. When the Babylonians fell



upon the holy city, the temple priests knew that

their most important mission was to save the sacred
records and artifacts. Legend says that they hid the
most important items deep below ground, likely

below the Temple itself. The Babylonian invaders

razed the site to the ground, in what became known
as the destruction of the first temple (that was

supposedly the last time the Ark of the Covenant
was seen).

When the Israelites were released from
Babylon 70 years later (after the Persian invasion of
the great city), they returned to a desolate Jerusalem
and began the rebuilding process. Then during the
Christian era, the Jewish revolt of 70 AD brought
the Roman fist down hard, culminating in the near-
total massacre of the city’s Jewish population — and
bringing the destruction of the second temple
(which had been built upon the remains of the first
temple). But not before the temple high priests
could repeat their stashing of the holy loot — again
legend says deep under the temple grounds. This
begins the story of the Knights Templar.

Most of what we know about the original
Poor Knights of Christ (their first public name)
comes to us from the writings of Guillaume de
Tyre, a French historian in the "2century.
According to his accounts the order was founded by
Hugues de Payen, a nobleman of Champaign. In
1118 he and eight other noblemen entered



Jerusalem, and with the approval of King Baudouin
set up shop on the temple grounds.

For nine years they dug and dug, and
apparently found something of incredible value,
because in 1127 they returned to France in a very
grand style. They convened under the mantle of the
Count of Champagne and Saint Bernard of
Clairveau, their patrons and public relations
specialists. In just a few decades the Poor Knights
of Christ (called so because of the vow of poverty
taken upon entry to the order) became one of the
most powerful groups the world has ever known.

They became executors in all areas of business
and international trade. It has even been said that
they invented the Swiss banking system and the
modern check. They dominated the seas with their
massive fleets of merchant ships and their advanced
knowledge of navigation, and became a great
military force unto themselves. They also became
the world’s greatest architects and craft masons
(where the term ‘Masonic’ originated) — their gothic
cathedrals became a hallmark of their greatness.
Some of the cathedrals were said to contain stained
glass of a magical quality, its translucence
outshining any other design in the world.

They became great spiritual leaders and
teachers, and were dedicated to helping the needy.



They established the Knights Hospitalers, one of the
greatest philanthropic groups of the past.

How did nine poor knights eventually become
the most powerful force of the %2and 1%
centuries? How did these illiterate noblemen come
to dominate all areas of craft and technology? This
remains one of history’s many unsolved mysteries —
but the legends that tell of what they found are
intriguing and enlightening to say the least.

There are those who claim that the Knights
knew exactly what they were looking for, and knew
where to start looking even before their arrival in
Jerusalem. Some say that they found the most
sacred scrolls and objects, previously known only to
the ancient Israelite high priests. This knowledge
apparently included the high sciences passed down
from Enoch, Abraham, Moses, and even the Gods
themselves. For many thousands of years the high
priests were the only ones allowed to look at such
documents (as well as being among the very few
who could read in the first place).

It is said that such knowledge would allow
great feats of technology to come to pass, as the
scrolls supposedly contained segments on sacred
geometry, alchemy, magic and various other arcana.
And not only that; speculation persists of the
finding of other varied objects from the old world,
magical objects of profound impact and value —



possibly including the Ark of the Covenant and its

associated artifacts (said to contain the sacred
manna, the tablet of destiny, the Urim and

Thummim, four wands of unknown material, and

many other great stones of power). Although it

seems too extraordinary to be true, the

achievements of the Knights are testaments to the
possible existence of such finds — and we are left to
assemble the many pieces of the puzzle back
together as they come to us.

King Phillipe IV of France was a vicious
leader who had taken out many loans from the
Templars, and he became very jealous of their
financial might. Finally in 1306 he conspired with
the Pope against the order, and eventually had most
of the Templars arrested for heresy. Although this
caused many problems for Templars throughout
Europe, the far less fortunate Knights within
Phillipe’s French domain suffered horrific torture,
even death.

The king was secretly attempting to capture
the legendary hoard of Templar treasure for himself,
and he used pain as a device to persuade the
captured Knights to surrender its location. But he
was not successful, as the treasure is said to have
been hastened away in 19 Templar ships in the dark
of night, away from the domain of the evil monarch.



Finally in 1314 the corrupt king had the
Templar Grand Master Jacques de Molay — together
with his companion Geoffroi de Charney, the
preceptor of Normandy) — burned to death for
heresy.

After that the scattered Knights quietly
regrouped in remote lands, renaming themselves
many times for their own protection — again taking
the route of the underground stream. Many of them
fled to Scotland, the supposed landing spot of their
massive wealth of treasures. There exists in
Scotland today a certain mystical heritage, often
focused on Roslyn near Edinburgh. Roslyn is said
to house many exquisite examples of Gnostic
masonry and craftwork featuring the Magdalene
tradition — and many other Pagan scenarios like the
Green Man (Pan), and the awesome apprentice
pillar.

In the wake of the Templar dynasty many
other groups seem to have taken the mantle of
occult authority and knowledge; the Masons in their
many lodges, the Rosicrucians, the Council of
Druids, and many others. They are all rather
secretive, both to protect their ranks, and to keep
sacred knowledge out of the hands of evil-doers.
Although the groups are ostensibly separate, they all
seem to be part of one big occult family — scattered
throughout the world in all areas of society. A
particular concentration exists on the British Isles,



where stories of witches and wizards seem to be
very popular.

Some see the Priory of Zion as something of a
mystic epicenter; one of their secret documents was
discovered some time ago which supposedly listed
all 26 of the Priory’s Grand Masters from 1188 until
1918. It includes such names as Nicholas Flamel,
Leonardo da Vinci, Robert Boyle, Isaac Newton,
Victor Hugo, and Claude Debussy (many claim that
this document may have been a fraud...).

Nicolas Flamel and Isaac Newton are
probably the most famous alchemists in history —
particularly Newton, who is known as the founding
father of physics — and who was extremely
tenacious in his laboratory. It is enlightening to see
that such great scientific minds as Newton and da
Vinci were already taking great strides in furthering
the marriage of occult religion with scientific
technology at such early times. After Newton died,
a sample of his hair was analyzed and found to
contain 40 times the normal level of mercury — a
very toxic substance, and one of the principal
metals of alchemy. But like many other alchemists,
Newton never seemed to show any evidence of its
normally debilitating and lethal effects; it is as if
they were somehow immune to the great poison,
which can penetrate the body simply from physical
contact alone.



There are countless Masonic lodges spread
throughout the world going by various names, and
each touting descent from the original order. They
usually claim to have special knowledge of the
Temple of Solomon and of certain events which
took place in the mists of ancient time.

One such event — brought forth by Christopher
Knight and Robert Lomas — was the murder of the
Egyptian pharaoh Segenenre Tao (interesting
name!), dramatically portrayed in the Masonic ritual
(said to re-enact the death of Hiram Abif, the
architect of the great temple of Solomon). The
aforementioned authors illustrate that this man’s
murder (supposedly by the minions of one of the
invading Hyksos Kings) was an attempt to steal the
great ancient knowledge that had been passed down
through the line of ancient pharaohs — but as the
knowledge was stored within Segenenre’s own
mind, it was therefore lost forever.

Although highly debatable, this evidence is
very interesting — and it is accompanied by many
other intriguing discoveries. It should be pointed out
that Knight's and Lomas’ research and publication
was done independently from Masonic authority,
and therefore does not necessarily constitute the
specific beliefs of their lodge (I suspect that they
were somewhat chastised for publicizing such
secrets, however).



The name of the Rosicrucians is considered
relatively new (although much evidence points to
the contrary), but their doctrine and apparent
sources seem to be as old as history itself. They are
an extremely spiritual group, practicing such arcane
subjects as Qabala and alchemy. Through these
media they are said to be able to perform amazing
spiritual feats, including astral projection, etheric
vision, communion with the spirit worlds, and
various other magic. They are now more willing to
speak in public, but will not divulge any deep
secrets to anyone until that person swears to a
commitment of discretion. Much of their interest
lies in texts from ancient Egypt and the Middle East
— texts which likely had even older origins. When
reading ancient Sumerian documentation, many
comparisons can be drawn (such as the ‘rosi crucis’
of the Heiroduli).

My maternal grandmother was Rosicrucian,
and some of the stories about her are quite amazing
(although fearful to some...), and can be loosely
corroborated between multiple family members.
Fear of such things is a natural reaction to the
unknown - just as any ancient man would have
feared seeing a jet airplane, or even a flashlight.
Something so normal to one person can be a terrible
sight to another, and | believe this is the case with
occult magic. Once you understand it, it is no longer
magic in your eyes — only science and intuition, a
new extension of your normal mind. Like the



airplane analogy, it seems likely that a few thousand
years from now magic might be as commonplace as
computers are now, and fear of such things will be
regarded as humorous.



21. Sacred Geometry

In my school days | did not fair so well in
mathematics as my interest could not be held long
enough for anything of the sort to really take hold. |
was young and naive, and never realized the impact
and extent of such knowledge. As | grew older and
entered the technological fields of electronics and
mechanics, it became clear to me that my ignorance
was folly — | finally began to take interest in this
fascinating subject.

When we look back on what we have learned
from the great teachers of the past, it is often with
awe when we consider just how this knowledge
came into existence. A subject of profound interest



in this regard is that ancient body of mathematics
referred to by esoteric scholars as sacred geometry.

As | studied the sciences, ancient religion and
world history, it became painfully apparent to me
that certain ideological clashes existed between
adherents of many different groups. And as |
studied the images of bygone days certain ones kept
cropping up again and again. One of them piqued
my curiosity like no other: the pentagram. From my
youth, | had been programmed by normal society to
regard the pentagram with fear — and anyone
associated with it was to be held with guarded
suspicion, even contempt.

On TV and in the movies, any such imagery
was immediately labeled evil. But in real life,
people | saw who possessed such things were
usually quite warm — with a very spiritual side to
their personalities. This had to be investigated!

| had already been studying sacred geometry
(the platonic solids particularly) and had found
some great information — but nothing so far about
pentagrams. One day | was walking along thinking
about it when | suddenly stopped and considered
deeply the possible association between sacred
geometry and the maligned pentagram. | decided
the link must be there, but in my frustration I
quietly called out to the spirit kingdom for some
help.



The very next day the answer popped right in
front of my face. It was in an article about the
mathematical enigma ‘phi’. As it turns out, phi is
considered by many math gurus to be a ‘magical’
formula, and has such nicknames as ‘the Golden
Ratio’ and ‘the Sacred Cut’. It has made so many
appearances in the everyday equations of life that it
has been seen (by the more spiritually oriented
number crunchers) as an equation bordering on the
divine.

The ancient Greeks knew about and used this
ratio more than 2500 years ago, as evidenced in the
writings of Plato and Phidias (after whom it was
likely named). What is phi? It's a constant defined
by an irrational number that starts off like
this:1.6180339887498948482045868343656381177
20309180. But since it's irrational, it has no end
(just like pi). Therefore, it is typically rounded to a
reasonable and manageable length, like 1.618 for
most practical purposes.

The general idea of phi can be seen by
inspecting figure 3 within the following context:

Divide a line so that the ratio of the length of
the entire line (A) to the length of larger line
segment (B) is the same as the ratio of the lenfjth o
the larger line segment (B) to the length of the
smaller line segment (C). This happens only at the
point where: A is 1.618... times B and B is 1.618...
times C. Alternatively, C is 0.618... of B and B is
0.618... of A (what's called the ‘g-factor’ of
electrons and protons).

Although it looks rather bland, this little ratio
has enough going for it to fill an entire bookshelf
full of many very intriguing examples. But since
our discourse is rather more diverse, we'll just take
a look at one of my favorite examples: The
pentagram.

The pentagram was considered by Plato to be
the most perfect form, representing the golden ratio
to the fullest extent imaginable. Take a circle (360
degrees) and divide it into 5 equal arcs of 72
degrees each, then connect each adjacent point and
you have a pentagon. Connect all the other dots
together and you have formed a perfect pentagram.
Each arm forms what is known as a ‘Golden
Triangle’, with a height to width ratio of 1:1/phi
(height of 1, width of .618...). If you keep adding
smaller and smaller pentagrams inside each arm,



you have a picture of geometric beauty, with an
infinite number of golden triangles (just like a
modern fractal, where part of the equation caries a
line over it indefinitely), and a graphical illustration
of phi and its infinitesimal power series (fig. 4).
Plato's teacher Pythagoras (after whom the
Pythagorean Theorem was named) has long been
heralded as one of the fathers of modern
mathematics. But long before he started the Greek
mystery schools of sacred knowledge, he lived in
Egypt. For some twenty years of his young life he
learned many of the greatest secrets of the pharaohs
and high priests, and afterward brought this
knowledge back to Greece. He then proceeded to
teach those of his followers who were of high minds
(which, as ever, were few and far between) the great
mysteries of the Gods. Phi was among these
subjects of profound meaning (it has been shown to
exist in the equations of the great pyramids), and it
was accompanied by many other amazing elements.
Over its many years of modern popularity among
the eggheads of the world, phi has been integral
with such phenomena as the Fibonacci series
(another amazing mathematical enigma), statistics
of population growth, and the many spiral shapes in
nature. It has also been heavily linked to stock
market trends, proportions of biological life (DNA
structure has proportions equal to phi - and very
interestingly, each spiral of a double helix must
trace out the shape of a pentagon). Even time itself
can be associated with phi (expressed in terms of



guantum time, concerning what's called the "g-
factor" of electrons and protons).

Phi seems to represent just a small part of
sacred geometry. Far more popular today is the
study of the five Platonic solids, the five geometric
figures that Plato considered so pivotal to
mathematics - and life itself. They have many
integral relationships with each other - and the
Greeks considered them symbolical of fire, Earth,
air, spirit, and water (in that order). They are also
the basis of the 13 Archimedean solids (taught by
Archimedes).

These are the building blocks of modern
geometry, and most people today are truly amazed
at the technical level attained by the Greeks so long
ago. As indicated in the previous section, we are
still presently discovering more and more facets
connected with these ancient forms.

Another illustration of extreme antiquity is
that of Metatron’s cube. Metatron was one of the
legendary Gods who came down and gave the gift
of technological knowledge to mankind, allowing
man to then perpetuate his own growth. As old as it
is, the image is simply amazing.

Like so many other elderly forms, Metatron’s
cube is something of a Mandala (a picture which
contains many combined images and elements — all
juxtaposed in subtle ways, with the suggestion that
meditation on the image will enhance one’s overall
perspective). It contains within it the platonic solids
along with other forms (including the ‘Star of
David’, another important sacred geometric symbol.
See figure 6).

Another such image in the Mandala form is
known as the ‘Flower of Life’ (fig.7), and is also
said to contain the basic structure of the platonic
solids (as well as such forms as the ‘Vesica Piyces’
To enhance the enigma, it was originally found in
the temple of Osirion at Abydos, Egypt, attesting to
the likely origin — and extreme age - of
Pythagorean and Grecian geometry.

When one meditates on these forms, the
mystery begins to come alive in one’s mind — as a
holistic combination of some very enigmatic
mathematical ideas.

So, it's obvious the connection here with
science — but what does this have to do with
religion? It's possible that the science related these
mathematical enigmas could be so advanced, that
they will eventually help to herald in the future of
inter-dimensional physics; a physics that might
bring us a few steps closer to God...



22. Quantum Physics and Higher
Mathematics

We have discussed the amazing irrational
number symbolized by phi, and most people are
already familiar with the concept of pi (the ratib o
the circumference of a circle to its radius). Then
there’s ‘e’, the logarithmic constant. These three
alone are engineering marvels, and are quite enough
to make the head spin.

But for more than a hundred years
mathematicians have literally pushed the envelope
of rational thinking into a realm of
hyperdimensiona¢quations.



The greatest minds in science tend to get
bored with the status quo, and in the quest for
perfect understanding begin building extensions
onto standardized models.

One area of such intuitive analytics is that of
‘hypershapes’ in advanced mathematics. These are
seemingly irrational shapes, created from a rational
extension of systematic logic, on the border of
which the graspable line of 3 dimensions is crossed,
and the almost unimaginable arena of
hyperdimensional form is approached.

Because the "4 dimension is supposedly
physically intangible (to 99.99% of us), scientists
use the aid of computer animated design to simulate
what theshadowof a 4-dimentional object might
look like, projected into 3 dimensional space. The
most studied of these hypothetical forms are the
hypercube, the inflated hypercube, and the
hypertorus.

Of course the 4 dimension is only the next
conceivable level, followed by thé"56" and so on
(some mathematicians have taken their equations to
the 27" dimension, indicating that they probably
don’'t watch too much TV).

Although it seems purely academic (even
frighteningly so), there is something of particular
interest coming out of this research: we are



beginning to develop a system of mathematical
predictability, which is actually making some kind
of sense within the practical models of advanced
hyperdimensional physics (as discussed in previous
chapters). For instance, the spinning of a massive
sphere (i.e. a planet) which produces curious forces
in a double-tetrahedral formation, and which
indicates the possible workings of a
hypertetrahedral formation — which was previously
thought to be only a mathematical curiosity. If such
connections can be proven, this curiosity may well
become the very mechanism of space-age
technology, unlocking the prospect of unlimited
energy, levitation, etc.

Also of great interest in modern physics are
such things as quantum duality (the existence of one
guanta in two places simultaneously), and the
aforementioned monatomic gold (where external
electron pairs around the element’s nucleus become
‘Cooper pairs’ — no longer acting as electrons, but
aslight quantg and more dramatically, seeming to
exhibit trans-dimensionaproperties.

The physicist Lothar Schafer often speaks of
guantum reality in terms bordering on the spiritual,
and alludes to certain hyperdimentional qualities:
“The mind-like properties of the background of
reality are also suggested by the fact thabnter is
determined by principles of symmetrgbstract
mathematical patterns, to which the constituents of



the material world have to conform.” His boark
Search of Divine Reality: Science as a Source of
Inspiration gives a vague personification to the
universe — such talk is uncharacteristic of
professional scientists.

Here is another quote:

‘“In the quantum phenomena, we have
discovered that reality is different from what we
thought it was. Visible order and permanence are
based on chaos and transitory entities. Mental
principles — numerical relations, mathematical
forms, principles of symmetry — are the foundations
of order in the universe, whose mind-like properties
are further established by the fact tichtanges in
information can act, without any direct physical
intervention, as causal agents in observable changes
in quantum states.”

These represent just some of the cutting-edge
fields of science which, in many people’s views, are
taking us ever closer to the realm of the Gods —
where scientists might eventually become holy men,
taking on some of the powers of the Sidhé, and
making them available to the common people
(hopefully not for a monthly fee!).

Today we are seeing the exchange of
engagement rings, which will eventually culminate
in the true marriage of religion and science.



23. The Qabala

As sacred geometry provides a method for
analyzing physical form, Qabala provides a method
for analyzing the entire universe. This is
accomplished via various methods, most notably
through the study of the 32 paths on the ‘Tree of
Life’. Also linked to Qabala are the disciplines of
Temura and Notarikon (structured re-arrangement
of text), and Gematria (numerical operations on
text).

It has been said by many that the Qabala
began with the oral tradition of Abraham, who
eventually passed it on through his sons. It is
currently based on the Hebrew language and its



alphabet, within which a specific number is

associated with each letter. Then, through the
various different arithmetic operations used, a type
of holistic web of meaning can be painstakingly
extrapolated. The more operations that are
performed, the more meaning can be uncovered — in
a synchronistic juxtaposition of inter-related

elements.

The key to the ‘opening up’ of Qabala comes
to us in the illustration known as the ‘Tree of Life’.
This is illustrated as a group of ten spheres, each
associated with a particular sephiroth (or level of
being), and positioned in a geometrically significant
way such that three vertical ‘pillars’ are formed —
with a triangle at the top pointed upward (toward
the ultimate God, the unknowable), and a triangle at
the bottom pointed downward (toward the Earth and
mankind). Between the spheres are arranged 22
paths, each one represented by a particular Hebrew
letter, along with other associations.

Mankind is said to be slowly ascending from
the bottom of the Tree, through the various paths, in
his attempt to reach the divine. However, it is also
believed that life itself originated from the top of
the Tree and descended downward, creating all that
we know. Each sphere, or sephiroth, has its own
attributes — and the 22 interconnected pathways
represent pivotal junctions between the various
sephira — and indeed between the various facets of



life itself. This essentially places each individual o
different paths during different phases of their life,
even from moment to moment.

There are many similarities between the
Jewish Qabala and its Eastern relations in China and
India. Many equate the spheres of the tree of life
with the chakras of the human system (spiritual
energy channels at different locations in and around
our physical bodies). This represents a huge factor
in mysticism around the world, and such knowledge
has been used extensively for both healing and
spiritual awakening for millennia.

Since the Jewish Qabala is designed around
the Hebrew language — the ancient lexicon of much
of the Middle East — it is extremely difficult for
Westerners to learn and use. This is one of the
primary reasons that Aleister Crowley became so
popular in Western esoterics in the early™20
century, as he is said to have begun the
development of the first gabalistic system based on
the English language, the lexicon of the West.
Although he readily admitted that he did not yet
know how to use the new system, his badier Al,
or ‘The Book of the Law’, laid out its fundamental
core. This work was said by Crowley to have been
transmitted to him by a divine spirit, the Aeon of
our time. The relatively short text has been analyzed
exhaustively by many modern esoteric scholars
since Crowley’s day, and is now said to contain the

pivotal information of the modern English Qabala
that has been so eagerly awaited by Western

occultists. In the 1970s a new mathematical key was
discovered that seems to literally unlock the original



text, and the results have been found by some to be
deeply meaningful.

Although this version is very new (as far as
religious standards go) — and therefore not as
developed and tested as the Hebrew Qabala — it is
expected by some that it will someday replace the
old system (for Westerners at least). This may
finally allow a whole new world of spiritual seekers
access to a greater holistic tool — in a new age of
greater understanding.



24. Meditation

Nearly all areas of spirituality use some form
of meditation — either to help promote inner peace,
or to enhance the one’s spiritual connection with
external influences. Prayer is probably the most
common form of meditation, and is used in most
religions.

When | was growing up as a Christian, it was
in silent prayer that | had my first memorable
spiritual experience of great depth. | was around 14
years old, and had a heated argument with my
parents about going to a high school football game
— this was something | would not be allowed to do
until I was 16. In my intense frustration and
disbelief, | fled to my bedroom in a rather frenzied
state. As | reached out in desperation to
comprehend such an injustice, | fell to my knees
and began pouring my heart out to God for



understanding — for the Truth. After a time | felt as
if | was suddenly being lifted up by some
benevolent spirit, and taken out of my room and
into the great cosmos. Without any spoken words,
without any physical form, it was as if | was being
shown the vastness of time and space — and it
seemed like it was being transferred to me with an
underlying feeling of peace and love. The
experience lasted only a moment, and when |
opened my eyes | was absolutely calm and content.

| had been shown the triviality of my desires,
the misunderstandings involved in parental control
— and basically the positive aspects of simply letting
go. This experience represented my first truly
profound spiritual contact, and as such also
represented my initiation into funcional meditation
(although | am now realizing the importance of a
dream that | had even further back, when | was only
five years old — of serenely levitating in my
bedroom in front of my bunkbed...).

Throughout the ensuing years | began to pray
less and less, being continuously sidetracked by the
many rigors of life. Eventually | stopped praying
completely, and began using an altogether different
form of meditation. The new form of meditation
was largely based on my attempt to understand the
subconscious, using the mechanisms of auto-
hypnosis. | continued using this version for some
years — and | believe that | achieved a better



understanding of the human psyche and of the great
enigma of the unconscious mind. But | was moving
very slowly spiritually; eventually | made a decision
to expand my consciousness in all directions.

This led me to a very different form of
meditation, an amalgamation of my old system with
many other methods. My first step involved the use
of auto-hypnosis as a method of rapidly clearing the
mind, reaching deep relaxation and focus, and
attempting to maintain it. After that was
accomplished, | would shift my focus to a new area
of experimentation, using my relaxed state to
heighten my mental/spiritual awareness of the new
dynamics involved.

My meditations began taking on the form that
might be called ‘energy work’. Within the
framework of such exercises, the imagination is
used extensively to stir up different areas of
spiritual energy in various parts of the body — the
subject learns to move these energy forms in
various ways, slowly and calmly, eventually
collecting them into ‘pools’ (see fig. 10).

One can begin such work by imagining that
there is a ‘unity point’ of energy expanding just
over ones head, originating from another dimension
(‘God’s dimension’ it might be said).. When you
begin to feel the presence of an actual energy, then
you can imagine that it is descending into your body



(very carefully! You must not imagine that you are
ascending into the energy — at least nof).y@ith

the creative use of the imagination you can actually
feel temperature changes or other sensations in
various areas, indicating that the imagination is
enacting physiological change (some people
imagine that they are using various tools to help
consolidate and move the energy into the pooling
areas, but | believe it is best to move these energies
by force of will alone). This is the begining of the
use of magic, or what is sometimes called ‘white
magic’: using your imagination — or will — to cause
changes in your own physical/spiritual reality!

The more this is practiced, the more ones
energy centers will be ‘cleared’ or ‘cleansed’. ekft
many months (or years) of patient work, one can
begin to feel subtle flows of energy during certain
hours of the dayrom external sourced his marks
the beginning of psychic reception (not necessarily
the reception of information, but simply of
energies).

Another by-product of this work can be an
eerie feeling that your spirit is now ‘rubber-like’
and more pliable than ever before. And when the
moon is full, it’s incredible energy can actually be
felt — either with a positive force of its reflectiyit
(of the Sun’s light...), or with its mysterious
‘pulling’ effect which is quite extraordinary, and
spiritually very significant...



This form of energy work can be invigorating
and enlightening, but it is not without some hazards:
it is said that prematurely raising the kundalini
energy — before properly learning about its
profound force — can cause actual physical shock,
and therefore it is suggested to make a more
complete study of such things before aggressive
experimentation is considered.

There are many who believe that once this
type of meditation is perfected, that this collected
energy (which would now be part of what is



considered as ones own etheric body) can be used to
extend ones consciousness outside of the normal
physical sphere — perhaps even enhancing extra-
sensory perception (E.S.P) in some individuals,
allowing their minds to instantaneously travel
anywhere, in any dimension. Now this is a science
that few higher minded people could resist! At the
very least, it is very exciting to feel actual
physiological effects activated purely by the
imagination.

As for me, it has simply been instrumental in
my own personal empowerment — allowing me to
achieve a greater understanding of my body, mind
and spirit — and helping me understand that | am an
integral part of all the dimensions that comprise our
great universe.



25. Hypnosis

Just like so many other areas of the sciences,
hypnosis was once regarded with disdain by the
scientific community at large. But thanks to the
forward thinking of a few great people, we now
have a complete academic specialty in clinical
hypnotherapy.

The field of psychology has come a long way
in a few hundred years, and today hypnosis is used
in many cases as a powerful clinical tool for
discovery and analysis. Many clues can be gained
by the systematic exploration of the subconscious
mind — and not only that, some normally inhibitive
subliminal factors can be effectively bypassed,
allowing far greater access to the whole individual.



But one aspect of hypnosis is still regarded
with some suspicion, and that is its use in spiritual
exploration. Having discovered such connections
myself at 16 years of age, | now find it difficult to
comprehend why it is not a subject of greater
popular interest.

It seems evident to me that, in a society within
which people’s senses are being continuously
bombarded by an overabundance of stimuli, that the
very subtle inner-voice is consistently being
drowned out in the barrage. | also suspect that the
area of the mind most sensitive to spiritual stimulus
is more difficult to access than other areas more
commonly used in everyday life. This could simply
be due to a lifelong lack of attention to it; but it may
well be in accord with physiological factors.

Hypnosis is very powerful in its effectiveness
as an attention magnifier and attenuator. When a
person simultaneously attenuates or eliminates
undesirable distractions — then magnifies the area of
interest (in this case spiritual perception) — the
individual can then become a virtual machine for
the study of such things.

Auto-hypnosis, the self catalysis and
realization of such states, is one of the ultimatdst
for any form of meditation. | would suggest its use
for anyone seeking greater self-empowerment, in
any area requiring focus and discipline. This is



particularly the case with spiritual meditation, &s i
effectively diminishes or removes many boundaries
associated with normal attention deficit.

The human brain has certain physiological
limits, and when its attention is divided up among
various tasks at once, the power given to
accomplishing each individual task is diminished
proportionately. A good example might be driving
your car — like trying to find a place you’'ve never
been while simultaneously talking to someone on
your cell phone. If your conversation is unrelated to
your geographical search, you're almost bound to
miss a turn. If it's an important destination, you tell
your friend you’ll call them back — so you can focus
on your search. It's the same with self-hypnosis;
you put all of your peripheral senses on hold while
devoting all available mind power to a singular task.

| believe that most mystics have naturally
learned some form of self-hypnosis — and that
although it would be known by differing names, it
would necessarily be centered on a systematically
employed method of hyper-focus — a fine-tuning of
the mind’s eye.



26. Astronomy and Astrology

| have always been fascinated with astronomy
since a very early age. | pored through
encyclopedias about the stars and planets, and loved
looking at the night sky. But whenever | heard the
word ‘astrology’, | usually listened very skeptically,
as | was taught that such things were either evil or
complete nonsense. But recently while | was doing
some other scientific research, | stumbled across
some very interesting clues indicating a very
scientific basis for astrological work (particularly
planetary astrology).

| was looking through some pages on metallic
chemistry, and found that NASA had been
conducting a fair bit of experimentation with
platinum group metals (some being the metals of



alchemy). They had discovered that certain
chemical reactions with some of these metals
seemed to change dynamically during certain times
of the week or day. Although the change was
extremely subtle, the scientists conceded the
possibility that certain external dynamics could
possibly play a part in some of these reactions.

Our bodies are amazingly complex, containing
thousands of different chemical compounds — and
some chemical peculiarities allude to astrological
connections. For instance, women have been shown
to use more copper than men — and their copper
content seems to fluctuate with the periodicity of
their menstrual cycles. The female menstrual cycle
has long been known to coincide very well with the
periods of the Moon, and lunar motions have been
important to mystics since the biblical era. The
planet astrologically associated with copper is
Venus, which has had a long historical association
with the female gender.

On the masculine side, the planet Mars is
associated with the male qualities of strength and
courage — even war. For thousands of years Mars
has been astrologically connected with the metal
iron — but it wasn't until quite recently that modern
scientists discovered the reason Mars is teds
literally coveredwith iron oxide!lt is well known
that women suffer from iron deficiency more than
men do...



Gold, the most noble of the platinum group
metals, is symbolized by the Sun (and is known as
the ‘king’ of metals in alchemy). It is astounding to
note that the statistical curve for the worldwide
buying and selling of gold coincides almost directly
with the seasonal shifting of the Sun in the sky!

The noted astrophysicist and astronomer Dr.
Percy Seymour has done a great deal of research in
connecting the cosmos with Earthly biological life.
He has postulated that the critical developmental
stages of the human fetus could very well be
influenced by the complex dynamics of planetary
motions; their gravitational pull affects the
formation of Sunspots, which in turn affect the
electromagnetic field surrounding (and penetrating)
the Earth. It is this flux which may hold the key, in
his view, to certain dynamics of natal development
during certain months — which could scientifically
account for certain aspects of the astrological
system (giving particular credence to the specialties
of planetary and natal astrology).

A leading medical journal showed a 20 year
study involving more than a million infants, which
statistically displayed that babies born in April were
2.2 millimeters taller than those born in December.

Although it is unlikely that anyone will ever
truly provethe validity of astrology anytime soon, it
is easy to see a preponderance of evidence



suggesting that the mystical art can no longer be
simply ignored by the rational thinker. Any good
astrologer will readily admit that their advice offer
nothing more than very general guidance, and
should never be taken as solid truth. When you're
waiting in line at the grocery store and happen to
see your horoscope there, do not believe it or
immediately act on it — simply take it in, consider it,
and let it circulate with the normal ebb and flow of
the conscious and subconscious mind. And
remember that professional astrologers are
concerned withyour data which refines the
outcome in a tailored fashion. Astrology is not an
exact science; it is simply another subtle way for
mankind to gain a greater awareness of the inter-
connectedness of all things.



27. The Golden Path

By perusing the pages of many august texts
throughout the world, it can be reasonably
concluded that the noble precursor to chemistry was
alchemy.

Long before the Anunnaki visited Earth they
had already discovered the chemical means of
perfecting their bodily functions through the use of
alchemy. According to the amazing story, their
planet Nibiru had been depleted of the most sacred
alchemical metal, gold — and the Anunnaki began
their long and arduous quest to find more of it. It
seems that their greatest thinker, Enki, knew exactly



where to look, and it appears that it was his
scientific guidance that brought the 900 Gods to
Earth a half million years ago. The greatest mining
expedition in world history was eventually
undertaken — and apparently successfully
accomplished — by Enki, his fellow Anunnaki, and
the black headed people of Earth, over an
unimaginable period of time. Some of the oldest
records of man concern this age of mining, centered
on ‘the Giants’ of old.

Conversely, the Earth people who dug the
mines for these giants were called ‘dwarves’ — not
only because of their diminutive physical stature
compared to the Anunnaki, but also due to the
comparative lack of intellectual and technological
power.

The story of the Garden of Eden may well be
the first mention of alchemy in human history. It
hints at the issue of Anunnaki self preservation, in a
time when it was forbidden for humans to partake
of the sacrament of the Gods — the very substances
that kept them alive and in good health for extended
periods. But once humans had tasted of it, there was
no going back — and the lines of Adam and Eve
were blessed with a great secret. Legends say that
after the exile of Cain, one of Cain’s sons — named
Tubal-cain — became one of the world’s greatest
human alchemist (as opposed to the Anunnaki



alchemists...), perpetuating a long history of the
sacred art.

It is thought by mystics that the greatest
alchemist who ever lived on the Earth was Thoth,
the son of Enki. He was also known by the Greeks
as Hermes Trismegistus (meaning ‘thrice great’),
and to the Romans as Mercury. Like his father,
Thoth was a scientist extraordinaire; he helped to
bring the gift of knowledge to mankind at a pace
they could slowly begin to comprehend — and not to
any extent that the lord Enlil (Thoth’s uncle) would
totally disapprove. It was said that Thoth filled up
42 volumes of text with all the sacred knowledge
man so desired — but this most sought after
collection was either lost or destroyed (likely in the
Roman destruction of the great Egyptian library in
Alexandria, the world’s greatest library of the age).

But some of the knowledge survived, such as
the Emerald Tablet — supposedly written by Thoth
himself. Upon it is written a cryptic description of
deep alchemical principles; it is said that it can only
be comprehended by those who have already
advanced some way along the path.

Then there were the artificers of the great
biblical Manna; Melchizedik, Bezzaleel, Moses and
apparently Jesus’ father Joseph (said to be a ‘master
craftsman’ in the great line of Judean Kings). Moses



was said to have stored the Manna within the Ark of
the Covenant.

In the Dark Ages there were the Fisher Kings,
the Merovingians, and the Picts who — like their
forbears — knew the art of producing the sacred
fruit. 1t was alchemy that gave them their visions
and healing powers — and for a time kept them out
of harm’s way.

Then it was the Merlins of Britain — the seers
of the Pendragon Kings — who carried the secret
flame of their time. They too had the powers of
foresight and healing.

Much later came men like Nicolas Flamel,
Basil Valentine, Artepheus and many other great
scientists. And some, like Paracelcus — the greatest
healer of his age — were eventually murdered by the
Church for their heresy.

A hundred years ago it was Fulcanelli, the
great French alchemist, who led the underground
stream in his time. Then there was Aleister
Crowley, re-inventor of the Egyptian Tarot. Of
course there were many others in India, Tibet, and
throughout the world — they are too numerous to
name here. Today we have great men like Jean
Dubuis to keep the flame alive.



There are many different paths in the sacred
art, the principal paths being plant, animal and
mineral alchemy. Then there are various paths
within each major group. The most powerful and
sacred belongs to the mineral realm, involving the
seven noble metals: lead, tin, iron, copper, mercury,
silver and gold. The great alchemists have been said
to take the basest of these through the different
stages of metals, and transmute them to the purest
gold. And more importantly, they are said to have
taken it a step further, making a substance so pure
that it perfects the body of anyone who partakes of
it.

Another path is that of antimony, which was
studied extensively by Basil Valentine and Isaac
Newton. It is conceivable that the powers of
alchemy were what opened up Newton’s already
expansive mind, enough to generate the broad range
of expansive theories that were laid out so elegantly
upon his thousands of published and unpublished
papers.

Today the internet is crowded with formulas
and elixirs all claiming to perform as one might
dream; but of course the majority of them are
without any value whatsoever. The existence of
charlatans has always been a major problem in
alchemy, starting around the Middle Ages. Their
deceptive profiteering has given a bad name to the



true artisans — downgrading the general perception
of one of the noblest bodies of work in history.

Although philanthropy is very highly regarded
in the occult community, there is a well known tenet
among the adept: Heal thyself. Therefore, one is
expected to commit to one’s own labors in the
attempt to bring about change in an independent
fashion.

In the past, it was also hoped that the minds of
all men would be lifted up simultaneously. To weed
out the unworthy — those who would seek only to
profit selfishly from others — the work is laid out in
an arcane language of metaphors and parables, so
that only the devout student may become an adept
in a most arduous and time consuming endeavor.

Alchemy can be extremely dangerous,
sometimes necessitating close proximity to highly
toxic chemicals and poisonous fumes, and
occasionally producing concoctions of a highly
explosive temper. This is why one should study
only theoretical alchemy for an initial period, taking
months or even years before practical steps are
warranted. In an art within which even adepts (in
the smallest moment of carelessness) have greatly
endangered (even ended) their lives, one cannot be
too cautious at any stage. It has been stated that the
greatest of all works — the Opus Magnus — can take
more than a year to create a single concoction, the



lengthy time-span vastly multiplying the possibility
of foibles.

Practical alchemy requires a lab full of
delicate, often expensive equipment, as many
different processes are necessary along the way.
Heating, cooling, grinding, distilling, combining
with extremely corrosive acids — these are some of
the various alchemical processes involved with the
arcane science. Also, due to the toxic and volatile
nature of the work, it is necessary to use a vent hood
to carry the harmful fumes outside (therefore also
necessitating a laboratory that is somewhat removed
from the unsuspecting lungs of society).

On the other hand, the true product of such
labors is so pure, so magnificent, that it has been
sought after by some of the world’s greatest
adventurers — it remains the subject of most of the
world’s most epic legends. Columbus and the
Conquistadors were not searching for virgin land,
they were looking for the fountain of youth — the
elixir of life — to bring back to the King of Spain
(but not before sampling the substance for
themselves if they ever found it!). Jason and the
Argonauts were on a quest to find the Golden
Fleece — the white powder of transmuted gold.
Alexander the Great became the greatest conqueror
of his era — but this was only a consequence of his
true quest: Immortality, offered by the drink of the
Gods. Adam and Eve secretly partook of the fruit of



the Gods, which opened up their minds to greater
knowledge. And the holy Crusaders were said to
have been on a quest to find the Holy Grail, a cup
which would render the drinker immortal.

As | have studied the many different accounts
of such things, it has become evident that there were
two separate substances of divine power in ancient
times, together comprising the original sacrament
(referred to in the Eucharist as the ‘bread’ and the
‘wine’, or the ‘body’ and the ‘blood’). Long before
Christianity, the ‘bread’ of the original sacrament
was the sacred Manna — the white powder of
alchemy — which temporarily brought the body and
the mind of the consumer to a state of perfection.
The ‘wine’ most likely refers to a substance known
to the Sumerians as ‘Starfire’; this substance would
apparently bypass the aging process, vastly
extending the drinker’s life. It was also said to cause
what is called ‘the Quickening’ — this is a
chemically and spiritually altered state of expanded
consciousness.

This substance had something to do with
blood — from the original scarlet women of the
Anunnaki, the sacred Heiroduli. They were female
Godesses of highborn royalty — and their special
‘Starfire’, collected in small amounts at pivotal
times, contained an assortment of various sacred
substances essential to the longevity of their
people’s lives. Both substances had to be consumed



periodically to stay healthy and young — and they
were additionally taken at times when psychic
abilities were of greater necessity.

It is my suspicion that the ‘bread’ is the
subject of virtually all alchemical texts, and that the
Starfire ‘blood’ can be associated with the corrupted
tales of Prince Vlad Dracula — who was an adept in
the ancient Dragon tradition, and who was a
highborn royal hero, champion to his subjects — the
people of Wallachia — the land of the legendary
Aelves of the Carpathians.



28. The Space Age

As we enter the space age, we are coming ever
closer to the prospects of perfect health and
extended lives through the technology of medicine.
Modern scientists have discovered new chemicals
with anti-aging properties, called telomeres, which
may help to solve man’s greatest problem: Death.
Other laboratories are working with monatomic
palladium (another noble metal), which has been
shown to help combat cancer.

But due to the population explosion of our
age, there will be a conflict with the application of
such technology; it is possible that the elite group of
people who will eventually hold this power will not



allow it to come to the public domain. Instead they
will likely use it to perpetuate their own progress,
and that of their immediate families and friends.

If such a power did become popular, many
new changes would need to be made to support its
integration. First, a population limit would need to
be discovered and defined, so as not to burden
world ecology and human tolerance of close
proximity. Second, those bounds would have to be
extended, likely through the colonization of the
oceans, the underground, and eventually outer space
and other planets.

Buckminster Fuller was one of the greatest
thinkers of the 28 century. Before he died, he
performed extensive calculations of world
population density — together with livable land mass
— and came up with an interesting conclusion: when
the equations are averaged out, it seems that each
person alive (ten years ago) had an average of 70
acres of available living space in the world (since
populations tend to clump together, most of the
world’s land masses are sparsely populated). This
means that we still have a bit of time — but at our
rate of expansion, we may reach critical densitg in
hundred or so years, and will then need to apply one
or all of the aforementioned methods of expansion.

We don’t really know the extent of the
damage that our immense population is incurring on



globe. With the massive chemical pollution being
perpetrated by industrial corporations and the world
at large (especially Americans), we are almost
surely thrusting our home planet into a dangerous
era — one that could see the destruction of a majority
of humans, animals, and vegetation on the Earth.

Due to the modern industrial problem of the
release of greenhouse gases into the atmosphere in
incredible quantities, the issue of global warming is
becoming more and more debated as a subject of
critical import. Although the scientific analysis of
the problem is massively complex, the most likely
outcome is horribly simple: Worldwide famine —
possibly killing billions of people (the current
global population is nearing 7 billion).

As scientists continue to study global climate
trends — today and in the ancient past (by analyzing
deep core samples taken from around the world) —
there is mounting evidence that virtually all
episodes of global warming were immediately
followed by global warming’s evil twin, global
cooling. It is now speculated that just a few degrees
rise in average global temperature may be enough to
change the complex currents of the air and oceanic
waters — which could in turn bring about severe
shifts in global weather patterns, dramatically
affecting the food crops that sustain the world. It is
even suspected that small warming episodes have
been responsible for the world’s great ice ages,



which of course devastated ancient human
populations and many other forms of life (excluding
our very few shivering ancestors who miraculously
survived!). One current model indicates the
possibility of a coming ice age within just 50 years,
at the current rate of greenhouse gas emissions
(carbon dioxide being the key component).

Other possible contenders for triggering a new
ice age are the ‘ring of fire’ scenario (where many
different volcanoes erupt simultaneously, due to
interconnected magma tubes in the sub-terrain), and
a large asteroid impact (both scenarios could
conceivably cover the skies with clouds of smoke,
ash or water vapor, causing very rapid global
cooling). Obviously these are all just theories, but
by highly educated individuals — individuals with a
vested interest in keeping themselves alive!

Equally problematic is the possibility of
global flooding caused by the erratic meltdown of
global ice — an avalanche effect could destroy two
thirds of the world's population in a matter of days!
Then there's contamination of our oceans and lands
with toxic waste products. Such pollution not only
destroys various wildlife, but poisons immense
populations of animals and fish so that they can no
longer be used as food. The poisoning of much of
our shellfish with mercury is just one such problem
— slowly raising the accumulated mercury levels of



the consumer, resulting in the eventual poisoning of
those people who consume it daily as a staple food.

The bottom line (aligned with the central
philosophy of this book) is to use science as our
spiritual ally, not as our enemy! By regulating, even
prohibiting, the production of harmful pollution (by
the massive companies who will never regulate
themselves), we might begin to maintain a greater
spiritual balance with each other, with our
environment, and with all beings.

If we do somehow manage to keep the world
intact, there are various problems presented with
each different alternative colonization method:
underground expansion poses the problems of
Sunlight deprivation, which can cause severe
vitamin D deficiency. Colonization of space is
severely costly, as every human migration (with all
the associated necessities of each individual)
requires a huge expenditure of energy just to escape
the Earth’s gravity. Also, it has been observed that
prolonged periods without gravity cause bone
deterioration — but this might be overcome by
artificial centrifugal gravity (where a constant
angular momentum simulates g-force). There are
other factors, like psychological unrest due to the
elimination of an Earthly environment, or
disorientation from constant angular motion in the
inner-ears’ semicircular canals. And since the Earth
is the only body in the Solar System with breathable



oxygenated air, and probably the only one with
potable water, the idea of interplanetary
colonization is extremely bleak.

It seems that oceanic colonization on Earth is
the only foreseeable alternative — at least with our
current understanding of achievable technology. In
fact there are already tens of thousands of people
living on the high seas, in such impressive vessels
as Navy aircraft carriers. One carrier can sustain
two thousand people for many months, and greater
ships will likely be built in the future which will
carry ten thousand. Imagine a floating network of
such craft, interconnected by small floating
walkways — taking most of the necessary food and
water from the ocean itself, and converting energy
from the Sun and ocean into electricity. They might
be connected to the world by satellite links, and to
each other by cables and radio waves.

There is a company currently constructing
massive floating concrete platforms, which due to
their immense water displacement can carry very
heavy loads. They project that such platforms might
be made literally miles across, keeping town sized
populations afloat indefinitely. And with such large
structures, surface movement would be largely
eliminated. Since the oceans of the world cover two
thirds of the planet’s surface (that's twice as much
as land), it appears there is abundant space for
growth.



These are some of the scientific approaches to
keeping future worldwide suffering at bay, thus
promoting large-scale spiritual well-being and
equilibrium.



29. Remote Viewing

In 1995 President Clinton issued executive
order # 1995-4-17, entitled “Classified National
Security Information”, which provided Americans
greater access to previously classified information.
In July of that year, two months after the order was
released, the CIA declassified documents relating to
what is now known as the Remote Viewing
program.

The documents illustrated that in the 1970s,
the CIA began sponsoring what would become a
twenty year long secret project using the Stanford
Research Institute (SRI) in Menlo Park, CA, to
establish a new international intelligence gathering



center which would be based exclusively on the use
of telepathy in data acquisition. They began a
recruiting campaign beginning with subjects who

showed natural psychic ability. Then more ordinary

people were recruited, and a massive experiment
was underway. The operations expanded to include
the Science Applications International Corporation

(SAIC), also in Menlo Park.

Obviously, natural psychics are few and far
between, and the CIA was interested in discovering
if ostensibly non-psychic subjects could be taught
how to use remote viewing. Within a few years the
program was well established — using scientific
methodology in the development, analysis and
implementation of a truly usable system. One of the
very first scientists involved with the project, H. E.
Puthoff, who holds a Ph.D in physics, stated: “To
summarize, over the years the back-and-forth
criticism of protocols, refinement of methods, and
successful replication of this type of remote viewing
in  independent laboratories, has yielded
considerable scientific evidence for the reality of
the phenomenon.” The average success rate has
been said to be around 35%.

In 1974 it was decided to attempt the first
practical use of remote viewing, directed at
gathering information from within the Soviet Union
via long distance RV. The target was an



experimental site in Semipalatinsk, USSR, and the
remote viewer used for the task was Pat Price.

The project was broken up into three phases.
Pat Price was able to accurately describe various
mechanisms — which were then graphically
rendered by a contributing artist — much of which
was verified independently (via comparison with
other intelligence conventionally gathered from the
site using separate operatives).

President Carter stated that during his
administration a plane went down in Zaire, and
could not be located with a satellite sweep. He said
the director of the CIA (then Admiral Stansfield
Turner) turned to a woman who, using psychic
means, gave them latitude and longitude
coordinates. The plain was immediately located in
that vicinity.

Although remote viewing is known to be
fickle and often unreliable, the accurate information
which does come through has nonetheless been very
valuable to the CIA, especially in giving initial
clues as to where to focus conventional intelligence
gathering methods, and in confirmation of existing
data.

Regrettably, the CIA has been implicated in
some of the worst atrocities of the™€entury, and
| remain a constant critic of their many activities.



But for the sake of our discourse, the de-
classification of these documents has provided us
with a very interesting fact: the most powerful
government in the world has established viable
evidence in the scientific validation of psychic
phenomenon, and has been employing occult
methodology in the U.Sor at least 30 years!



30. Personal Experience

As | look back on my own life, | can see that it
has been largely dominated by science, art, and
spiritualism. Since | was young, | always wanted to
be an inventor — and have continuously toyed
around with the development of many technological
ideas (most of which were too expensive for me to
implement). As an artist and musician, I've spent a
great deal of time creating many works of sight and
sound, all pulling from the myriad experiences of
life. And throughout most periods of my existence, |
have attempted to stay in tune with my intuitive,
spiritual side (whenever my other senses weren't
being accosted by my environment!).

| have always been more of a receiver than a
transmitter, carefully watching, listening, and using



all my available senses to fully learn about my

environment. Only then do | feel comfortable at

applying the pivotal last step: drawing conclusions

based on comparative analysis. Sometimes, when |
was lucky, my sixth spiritual sense could pick up on

the deepest subtleties of the experience, which
would help to render the final analysis with greater

precision.

| have never been a very gifted psychic, and
have therefore had to rely on the deep focus of my
will — and the strong will of the good spirits around
me — to enable a spiritual flow in my life. 1 have
been blessed by my immensely spiritual family, and
many big-hearted friends, who have all allowed me
to discover my own path.

When | was four or five our family went to
spend a day at one of California’s lakes — and as
usual, we kids wanted to spend most of that time in
the water. My parents were watching us from the
sand while simultaneously trying to relax. My
brother and older sister kept going further and
further out into the water, and | tried to follow as f
as | could while still touching the bottom. Suddenly
there was a huge dip, and | found myself
underwater, unable to swim. | remember just staring
at the top of the water, watching its ripples,
wondering how | could get up there. Eventually |
woke up on the beach choking, wondering what had
happened. My mother said that she and my father



had been having a mellow conversation, when my
father very suddenly got up and raced across the
beach, diving into the water. They both agreed later
that he couldn’'t possibly have seen me there, and
that none of my siblings had seen me either. My life
was apparently saved that day by some spiritual
guidance, and | am fortunate to have had a father
who was open minded enough to pick up on, and
follow, such tiny signals of intuition.

My mother was always the most gifted in the
family, and speaks of many times that she was
guided in the safekeeping of her children. As there
were five of us little ones, it's a good thing she
could take such advantage of the ethereal
babysitters that were apparently in our midst! I'm
very grateful to have had such a wonderful and
gifted mother watching over me, and for the
beneficent spiritual forces that seem to always be so
near.

All of my siblings have been edified in
various ways through intuitive spiritual guidance
over the years, but this spiritual activity seems to
have exploded during the events leading up to and
following the traumatic loss of my father, who died
in a car crash in 2002. This was a pivotal time in my
life — a time when | was forced to reconcile my
spiritual beliefs with the blatant reality of losing
someone so special to me. For a month or two |
didn’t know how to consolidate my emotions and



beliefs into one workable system. | reviewed all that

| had been taught through Christianity, and re-
discovered the same theological inconsistencies that
had led me away from ‘the faith’ in the first place —
only now at a much deeper and more painful level.

The traumatic event had started me praying
again, but more and more | found myself praying to
my father, to my ancestors, and to whatever
beneficent spirit might be listening, rather than to
God. | had already received spiritual guidance that
had led me to become closer to my father before his
death, and | even told him a couple months before
he died that | had decided to feverishly record his
performances (he was a professional musician)
because | new he wouldn’t be around forever. | also
told him that | loved him, and greatly appreciated
him as a person and as my father — and that | was
sorry that | never told him that before. We were
walking to the car to go pick up something to eat —
and as we walked, we gave each other that awkward
but very heartfelt sideways hug that men do. What a
comfort this was two months later after his passing!
| had received a hidden blessing within the
madness, and will never forget the kindness and
mercy that was, and always is, flowing from the
other side.

Since then | have had many spiritual
moments, and | know that | am seldom alone. Such
experiences play a crucial and continuing role in my



spiritual and philosophical development, as they
almost undoubtedly do in the lives of many others.
Together we discover who we are and what we've
been — and to the discerning mind, where we're
going and what steps we might take to get there.



31. Christ Consciousness

Although I still consider myself a Christian to
a certain extent, | definitely cannot be pigeonholed
into just one theosophical category. | still think
about Jesus’ personality and spiritual impact on an
almost daily basis — to me he is more as a hero than
a Savior. All my life | have been taught by his
example to the world. The bible holds a wealth of
stories which show an individual with immense
spiritual fortitude, profound courage, and the
compassion of a loving teacher — not only for his
people, but for all who would listen to his words.
Looking back on the histories of his time, it has
become obvious to me that he was willing to



sacrifice his life for the cause — and indeed the bible
states that he did so. There are various other stories
telling of a Jesus who, due to his family wealth and
social connections, was able to escape the
crucifixion — with the help of his brother (or
possibly his uncle) Joseph of Aramathea, and his
trusted disciple Simon Magus.

The truth concerning the crucifixion will not
likely be forthcoming, but what is obvious is that
Jesus is one of the most special people in history,
one who has been revered by perhaps more people
than any singular individual who ever lived.

I will likely always contend that the Jewish
history of biblical events in the Christian era have a
greater probability of accuracy than the Roman
version, simply due to the fact that Jesus was
Jewish, and that he was sentenced to die on a
Roman cross (crucifixion was a Roman method of
execution). The Jewish tradition does not warrant
the worship Jesus — they see him, quite naturally, as
one of the great wise men of human history.

In fact there is quite an extraordinary clue
indicating the importance of Jesus hidden in the
Jewish language of Hebrew. The name ‘Jesus’ is a
Roman rendering of his real name, ‘Yoshua’, or
Joshua in English. In Hebrew, his birthname would
have been written as ‘IHShWH’ (sounding like
‘Yeheshuah’ - ancient Hebrew contained no



vowels). This is very similar to the Hebrew
rendering for the name of God, ‘IHWH’
(“Yehovah’), without the ‘Sh’. For this reason,
many later Jews professed that Jesus ‘stole’ the
name of God (within the Jewish tradition, the name
of God is so sacred that it is considered un-utterable
— and as such is alternately spoken as
‘Tetragrammaton’, ‘the Name of God’, or as
‘Adonar’).

My own interpretation of this is that Jesus has
figured so prominently in world theology that his
very name encompasses the spiritual echo of his
destiny among man, and his parents must have
foreseen this potential in him when they named
him.

When one puts together a more complete
picture of the past — combining the bible with the
Sumerian writings from the same area — it becomes
evident that not only was Jesus a descendent of the
Anunnaki Gods, but that many other great people
have descended from them as well.

Genetics is a funny thing, however, and not all
descendents receive the benefit of the greater genes
in their inheritance. It is my belief that Jesus was
one of those descendents who greatly benefited
from his Anunnaki heritage, inheriting the fabled
‘Sidhé’ — the power over the elements.



The great Gnostic legends of Jesus say that he
was a practitioner in the Therapeutate — a mystical
school of healing which originated in ancient Egypt
and later made its way to Qumran, just north of
Jerusalem. But this mystery school taught much
more than healing, as healing is only one benefit of
the great art of alchemy. It is common knowledge
that Jesus’ direct ancestry contained a massive
occult element, via King Solomon, the son of King
David. Solomon is the subject of many great
legends, particularly with treasure seekers looking
for the vast fortunes presumably contained within
King Solomon’s mines.

Solomon was known as the greatest sorcerer
of his day, and is therefore maligned by many
devout Christians today. But back then he was seen
as the wisest of the wise, whose council was sought
after by the greatest people throughout the land. Itis
said, in the tales of Solomon’s mines, that the
Queen of Sheba came to him from afar with many
guestions, having heard that Solomon was the
wisest of all men. She brought with her a great
wealth of African gold, as a gift to him if he could
answer her questions satisfactorily. He did so, and
in the course of events fell madly in love with her.
Some speculate that the Songs of Solomon are
about this fabled couple, although it is equally
likely to have involved one of his better known
wives or concubines (the Songs of Solomon is one



of the only biblical reference to the original Starfire
of the Anunnaki sacrament).

King Solomon’s sorcery was not specific to
him, but was a heritage of his great ancestry. His
father was no mere shepherd, but Wwas to be a
ruler — having descended from the great pharaohs of
Egypt, who were themselves “descendents of the
Gods".

So within this frame of reckoning Jesus
actually was a ‘son’ of Gqodeven if it was after a
hundred or more generations (and using a different
meaning for the word ‘God'...).

But the important thing concerning Christ
Consciousness is much more spiritual than all that.
Many of the Anunnaki and their descendents had
The Gift; a genetic predisposition for ‘seeing the
light'. But it is not the individuals who can see the
light who are of prime importance, but the Light
itself which matters the most. We as individuals are
merely fragments of that Light — of the truth and the
majesty of God — and therefore only by our
resonance with higher reality are we ‘one’ with that
Light. Some would say Christ consciousness simply
gives us an extended view of the truth, through the
eyes of one who was enlightened. It is obvious in
most of the stories of Jesus that he desired all
people to become like him; that is, to understand
reality in such a way that we might become



‘masters of reality’, empowered to create a better
and happier place — to advance the great plan.

Jesus himself did advance the plan, but those
who came after him distorted the truth — leading
man to worship Jesus — when all along Jesus
activelydeclaredhis abhorrence of this ideal.

It is amazing to me that such a historical
heritage as the Anunnaki’s could be lost to so many
people, considering the profundity of their legends,
and the vastness of their empire. But inasmuch as
they have proclaimed themselves Gods, | do not
think that this is the case at all.

The Anunnaki are surely the greatest physical
beings that ever graced the Earth, and should be
honored as such. But our Solar System is a trifle
compared to the vastness of space and time, and it
was undoubtedly egotism that led some of the
Anunnaki to claim Godhood. | do not know what
was truly in the minds of the Anunnaki, but | do
know that both of our cultures have a long way to
go before we can attain such a level.

To me this is what Christ Consciousness is all
about; using certain higher methodologies of
thinking and acting, methodologies that will purify

32. The Future of Mankind

It is my opinion that the massive and ancient
spirit community (including our own presently
integrated spirits) is rooting for our progress — and
has been planning for billions of years for the
eventual integration with a life form that can sustai
the longest and most rewarding life possible — most
probably similar to that of the Anunnaki. But the
Anunnaki are not the end-all-be-all as they are not
true immortals (ancient stories say that they were
susceptible to death just like humans — although
their healing methods usually saved them. They
seemed over the course of their stay to age at a very
slow rate, with apparent life spans approaching a
million or so years — extremely good, but not



immortal...). So with the ‘ratchet effect’ of each
passing phase — where the knowledge of all
previous ages is added to the current one — ad
infinitum until the perfect being is ‘created’ (by a
tediously slow but theoretically achievable process)
— the spirit community will at some point reach its
goal, and there will be unity between the physical
and spiritual planes (at least as much as there ever
could be).

The success of such an epic venture would
seem to be intimately related with the alchemical
substances — for it is these substances that seem to
be most controllable by spiritual forces. My
impression is that nearly all of us are living an
average life, where we only get a minimal quantity
of such substances in our natural diet (minute
guantities are produced naturally...) — and with so
little of it in our systems, our spirits can have only a
minimal connection with our bodies and brains —
and therefore cannot directly control all bodily
processes one hundred percent. But when the
alchemical substances are taken in larger quantities
they become integrated within each of our cells —
and our more integrated spirits can then take far
more direct control of such functions as fighting
diseases and chemical imbalances, and enhancing
communication between our spirit and our brain.
The latter is what would seem to promote telepathy,
and the general spiritual ‘connectedness’ that the
world’s shamen have spoken of for millennia. So



the spirit world wants us to discover alchemy, has
been waiting patiently for ages, and has been very
subtly helping us to do so. In my mind this is what
the age of enlightenment is hinged upon, and has
been foreseen by the alchemical prophets of past
ages. And it is likely that even greater media will be
discovered millions of years down the road (if we
can survive our own destruction!).

As vast and as old as the universe is, it has
been shown to be mathematically likely that there
are many different forms of intelligent life out there
And it is logical that they are going through largely
the same type of existence we are (in general...) —
and that they are connected to the same spirit world
that we are. People who have had OBE'’s (out of
body experiences) — especially those few who can
experience the outer astral planes and remember
what it is like — tell of a plane of existence very
different from our physical realm, where there
seems to be no real ‘space’ — making travel
instantaneous. Gravity is no longer a hindrance, and
you can fly anywhere you like — through walls and
closed doors. From such dimensions, it would seem
possible to connect to other worlds light years
away, as space wouldn't be an issue at all
(theoretically). It's even possible that the spirit
community is currently achieving greater success on
other planets on the other side of the universe! This
wouldn’t decrease our value as humans; it would
just mean that we have further to go than those



lucky aliens. If this is the case | would suspect that
with the popularization of alchemy, we should be
able to achieve some form of very subtle
communication with individuals from such cultures
— bypassing boundaries of language through the
transmission of raw meaning and emotion. It is
fairly evident, however, that we will never actually
meet any of them (with the exception of the
Anunnaki, who seem to be within reachable
proximity — a dynamic which apparently changes as
the outer planetary orbits progress through time), as
physical travel of the other interstellar distances i
logically inconceivable - even with some
impressive technological advances. Regardless,
communication is more important anyway — and
would be as much as anyone could reasonably hope
for.

Still, 1 consider communication with the spirit
world as being of greater value, as the spirits should
be far older and wiser than any physical species.
Furthermore, the spirits would possess far greater
insight into our particular needs, and therefore
would be more capable of helping us in any truly
meaningful way.

In conclusion, a few metaphysical suggestions
should be stated and/or re-iterated: the spirit world
is almost as old as time itself, and therefore many of
the spirits there are more knowledgeable than we
are. Also, our own spirits are far, far older tham o



bodies are, making our spirits far more
knowledgeable than our physical brains can
currently contemplate. Our current existence
consists of the partial integration of our body and
our spirit, with the medium of integration being the
alchemical substances (the monatomic forms of the
noble metals, which naturally exist in miniscule
guantities in our food). Therefore, if such
substances are increased within our bodies, greater
integration between the body and spirit can take
place. This will enable the massive intellect of our
Spirit counterpart to more directly control our bodily
processes — meaning our spirits will be able to help
our bodies to become healthier and more efficient
(and our physical brains will suddenly have access
to the immense knowledge contained within our
‘spirit memories’). With the future development of
our own ‘Starfire’ substance, it will then enable our
spirits to manipulate our bodies for extended
periods of time, possibly thousands or millions of
years — with the eventual goal of immortality. As
difficult as this is, however, it is obviously likely
that our bodies will die after a more physically
‘normal’ period, releasing our spirits for a time until
we as unattached spirits are ready for re-integration
with another young body somewhere else — to
continue the mission of perfecting the spirit/body
connection. The greater the connection between
spirit and body, the more our spirits can interface
with our physical environment (the spirit prompts
the body to control the environment) — with the



eventual goal being complete and total control over
the entire universe.

The reason for this plan, the greatest of all
plans, is this: we suffer because of the chaotic,
imperfect state of our environment. The more of our
imperfect environment we can control, the more of
it we can help to perfect. If total environmental
perfection is achieved via total control, our
suffering can be virtually eliminated. With no
suffering we will have found joy, the most absolute
joy imaginable! But this should not be a selfish
venture, but a community effort, orchestrated by
every good spirit entity simultaneously.

To sum it up as eloquently as possible:

We are that we might have joy!

| must admit that the greatest point of
deliberation concerning the making of this book
was how it should end, in what mood and with what
devices and imagery. It came to me as | was
contemplating the various symbols of modern and
ancient times, a collection comprising virtually
thousands of icons.

Amongst all these examples | detected an
underlying element — a theme which has truly
withstood the test of time. This theme combines
geometric form with the very forms of humanity. It



seems that the visual shapes of geometry have been
pivotal in the imagery used by people spanning the
globe — since the advent of history itself.

One intriguing factor contained within the
majority of geometric symbology is that of
symmetry. For some reason, the human mind
simply adores symmetry — it is as if this alone
perfectly exemplifies the existence of the human
mind in a universe of chaos. Symmetry is a central
figure in art, architecture, engineering, business;
virtually every aspect of our lives is configured and
supported by a symmetrical infrastructure. It is
symmetry that remains the universal beacon of
intelligence in the realm of astronomers — the form
that is sought after by anyone who probes distant
planets for evidence of other civilizations.

In my studies, | found one particularly
enigmatic body of symbology which seemed to
perfectly express the ideas within this book. I am
alluding to the body of formations commonly
known as crop circles.

| became interested in the phenomenon of
crop circles from the very first photograph | saw
when | was a teenager. | was immediately attracted
by the intelligent geometries on the surface — but as
a naive youth I couldn’t quite make the appropriate
connections of meaning. | knew there was



something special going on, but didn't know quite
what.

Although | have always been optimistic about
the existence of aliens in the universe, | never really
subscribed to the idea that little green men in UFOs
were sneaking around at night making pictures in
farmers’ fields — then rushing off on the cue of the
rising Sun. | knew there must be a more reasonable
explanation; | studied patiently, waiting for the
answers to surface.

In this life, in order to see the big picture, one
must investigate each aspect which might be
associated with that picture. Every missing piece
subtracts from the image of the whole. If | had
never begun my studies in alchemy and ancient
religion, 1 would never have discovered the occult
link to crop circles.

Hidden within the mysterious patterns of these
thousands of formations lies an encoded message of
universal truth (see cover imagery). This message
employs much of the same knowledge that | am
attempting to relay with this publication — with
roots in sacred geometry, alchemy and the many
various manifestations of mystical spirituality.

But most people don’t care about any of these
things; they just want to know how the crop circles
are made — and by whom! This is simply another



example of the lower side of human nature; the
impatience of the mind which desires to know,
without taking the proper steps toward gaining that
knowledge.

These crop formations signify an attempt by
some of the wisest individuals alive — to stimulate
the minds of the intellectually and spiritually adept
yet naive members of our population — and to plant
within them the seeds of truth; that with these
compressed glyphs of knowledge, those new
initiates may begin a fresh trajectory of inquiry —
one which will lead them inexorably toward a future
of greater understanding.

Who are these great donors with their
expanded vision and reach? Some are hermits
working quietly in their alchemical laboratories.
Some are the heads of their many hermetic orders;
in  Druidic  wisdom, Jewish Mysticism,
Rosicrucianism and Wicca (the name ‘wicca’ comes
from very ancient origins, and when translated to
English, simply means ‘to bend’). These leaders of
men and women have focused their understanding
of life to such a great extent, that they can use their
knowledge — and their will alone — to subtly ‘bend’
reality to their liking. And with concerted mental
efforts they are capable of performing the most
amazing feats of concentration — some of which are
exemplified in the majestically artistic renderings as
seen in the greatest of the world’s crop circles. Such



tasks were accomplished from many miles away, by
the power of the combined trance states of the true
marshals of knowledge.

It is their hope and vision that through the
gradual education of mankind, a glorious
transformation will occur — and is occurring at this
very moment. Just as primitive man was
transformed into modern man, so modern man is
morphing into future man; a being which will be
like unto the Gods — capable of conscious creation,
bathed in the lucent aura of the life giving,
Universal Light...
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
